Main St. Mesa Office. Not complying with keeping my residence address strictly confidential by the Mesa CPS caseworker could endanger my two-year-old son John Joseph Burien and myself.

Discussions with the Prescott office of CPS as to the environment of the residency would be appropriate; disclosure of the address of the residency would be contrary to the Judges instructions as stated by him in open court on 8/30/01.
