The paternity test and court entry that I faxed to you yesterday, please have a certified copy available at hearing scheduled 08/30/01before Judge Anderson. 

I met personally with Mark Peterson, supervisor of the Mesa, Arizona CPS office yesterday. He said his office would assist in facilitation the return of my daughter Allyson at the Mesa CPS office on Friday the 31st or Saturday the 1st of September if Judge Anderson so directs. His office would also be available to do follow up home checks if requested to do so.
Roger Smith, told me he would call you today. He is familiar with my home in Mesa, and the good care my two-year-old son John Joseph receives with his father. Based on the medical reports in Mr. Smith’s possession and the same as filed with the Maricopa court, Maricopa DR 2000-090543, it shows my son in the top 75th percentile, thriving with his father.

Per back child support, I restate what was told to you yesterday; I was current up until May of 1998, my visitation was cut off on groundless reasons in the last five minutes of a court hearing on May 28th, 1998. This was being done without any notice. My requests for reinstatement were ignored. On July 7th 1998, I served the Court, CSSA, and Robin Arrowwood with notice that; I would not participate with, or in fact commit a crime by funding Robin Arrowwood’s criminal activities, drug abuse, and continued abuse of my daughter Allyson. Said activities of Ms. Arrowwood were well known by many individuals from Yavapai County, and in fact from 1995 until present, long term acquaintances of Ms. Arrowwood, submitted by affidavit evidencing Ms. Arrowwood’s criminal conduct. In the alternative, all properly submitted affidavits to that case file, evidence this father as a good father, with all positives as would pertain to the care of his daughter Allyson.

Additionally within that case file are a copy of the certified TASC drug testing results that evidence Ms. Arrowwood as a severe abuser of meth amphetamines. Douglas Kramer, Lab Supervisor of the TASC Phoenix Office could provide a certified original copy of those test results to you, if you required them. Mr. Kramer, twice in writing requested in 1997-98 that the US Attorney’s office look into the activities of the Yavapai Court per the lack of intervention by the court to protect my daughter, and hold accountable Ms. Arrowwood for her illegal drug use.

My daughter has suffered greatly in the hands of Robin Arrowwood and others. The Yavapai court has allowed this to happen over a period of six years.

Allyson’s room in her father’s Mesa residence is ready for her. 

Please facilitate prepared orders for submittal and signing by the court on 08/30/01, to accomplish the immediate return of my daughter to her Mesa, Arizona home.

Per specifics, the following is requested:

1. Allyson Arrowwood (Burien) is to be transferred by the Prescott, Arizona CPS Office, to Mark Peterson of the Mesa, Arizona CPS Office, 225 E. Main St., Mesa, Arizona, on August 31st 2001 / September 1st 2001; The child, upon delivery to the Mesa, CPS Office is to be promptly reunited to reside in her home with her father Walter J. Burien, Jr. and sibling brother John Joseph Burien.

2. The Mesa, Arizona CPS office shall conduct monthly follow up home visits for a period of four months at the father’s Mesa residence, and report back to the court; and the father’s residence address will be held strictly confidential by, and for the use of the Mesa, Arizona CPS Office only.  

3. That by order of the court, the Arizona Drivers License, No. B12466950 of; Walter J. Burien, Jr. is hereby reinstated by the court, effective as of the signing of this order.

4. That the court enter a permanent Order of the Court granting full legal and physical custody of Allyson Arrowwood (Burien) to the Father, upon positive home visit evaluation reports coming back from the Mesa, Arizona CPS Office as Ordered above.

Any delay in moving forward with the above would be very detrimental to Allison, myself, and my son John Joseph.
