RE: State Dependency Action taken by CPS for: Allyson Arrowwood (Burien) DOB 12/06/95

      DEMAND for the Child to be returned to the Father in Mesa, Arizona no later than 3 PM, on August 28th, 2001 per ASR 8-514.02. (A) and 8-517, and all other applicable state and federal laws that may apply requiring compliance with this demand notice.

Dear Governor Jane D. Hull:

I have communicated extensively by phone and fax over the last 4 years with your administrative assistant, Ms. Jody Beckley. Attached is a copy of two communications to your office. Both to Ms. Beckley dated 12/11/97 and the second dated 01/22/98.

On August 22nd 2001, I received a phone call from a Merle Carver, a caseworker from the State of Arizona Child Protective Services, hereinafter CPS, telephone number 520 445-1860 ext 125, who informed this Petitioner that his daughter, Allyson was taken into protective custody by dependency action of CPS over two weeks ago. Mr. Carver referred me to the assigned caseworker, a Lance Putz, telephone number 520 445-1860 ext. 101. Mr. Putz informed me that several CPS complaints were filed against Robin Arrowwood in the last several months. Mr. Putz investigated the last three complaints. Robin Arrowwood was living in the woods with the child for over 5 months. Upon viewing the environment in the woods, Mr. Putz took no action at that time. A short time later, he received another concern complaint that Robin Arrowwood, as a result of shooting intravenously meth amphetamines, suffered a heart attack in the woods, and her degenerative state of health from long-term drug abuse was extremely poor. My child Allyson was then secured by an acquaintance of Robin Arrowwood who was in his 50s, and mentally handicapped.  Mr. Putz again took no action for State dependency. Several days later another CPS complaint came in from the individual in care of Allyson, the man that was mentally handicapped saying he could not take care of Allyson. At that time, then Mr. Putz, the CPS caseworker took a dependency action, YAV  Case No. 20010024, and put my daughter into a temporary foster home. With strangers, not known to my daughter.CPS has been unable to contact Robin Arrowwood. Her whereabouts are unknown at this time.

Per Arizona Revised Statutes 8-514.02 (A) and 8-517, the parent not involved with the State’s dependency action is to be contacted within 48 hours to receive their child prior to placement in a foster home. This Father’s contact number of 520 445-3532 and mail address has been openly listed and available to the Prescott Office of CPS for over 5 years. And this Father requested over the last three years to be immediately notified if a dependence action was taken. 

In violation of state statute, and applicable law, this Father was not contacted for several weeks, contacted by CPS after his daughter was placed in a foster home.

I am making contact with the local Mesa, Arizona office of CPS to come to my home today to view my house. A house I live in with my two-year-old son John Joseph Burien, born July 8, 1999, a spacious four-bedroom house with a fenced in back yard, and I wish to immediately enroll my daughter in the local Mesa Public school system and reunite her with her sibling brother.

I request, based upon the volatile nature of Robin Arrowwood and the history of this mater, that Petitioner’s residency address in Mesa, Arizona, be held in the strictest confidence by CPS, and sealed for the exclusive use of the Mesa, Arizona CPS office.

CPS has taken custody of my daughter and proceeded with a dependency action and must be compelled to immediately comply with the law and statutes. 

I am giving the STATE OF ARIZONA, INC, the offices of CPS administrative and Legal NOTICE that in the event my daughter is not brought to the Mesa office of CPS immediately, or no later than 3 PM, on August 28th, 2001, that this Father gives NOTICE of LIABILITY to the STATE OF ARIZONA of five million dollars ($5,000,000.00) per day, and each day forward there from for the STATE’S non-compliance with this Father’s DEMAND served by notice this 24th day of August, in the year 2001.

In addition, in the event the STATE does not comply with this Father’s demand NOTICE for return of his daughter to him at the Mesa, Arizona CPS office, this Father will make public through an immediate national effort, by radio, internet, and publication, the State’s non-compliance, bringing forward the State’s prior complicity with perpetuating the abuse of his daughter and the exposure his daughter was unrightfully subjected too, based on the political pandering and judicial misconduct surrounding the covering up of, or the protecting of the continued and degenerative drug use of Robin Arrowwood over the last six years, of which the state by and in clear application, participated with.
Being that the dependence action of my daughter brought by the State that resulted with my daughter now being in the State’s custody was brought forward in Yavapai County, and it has been clearly brought forward over the last six years by this Father that what has lead to the continued abuse of his daughter in the hands of Robin Arrowwood and others, strongly involved political and judicial misconduct coming forth from Yavapai County representatives, I request that the STATES Dependency action, on the State’s own motion, be transferred immediately to Maricopa County, Mesa Superior Court Annex. The Honorable Jean Hoag, or The Honorable Barbara Mundell, Judges of the Maricopa Court, who have past experience in these matters, and in the best interests of my daughter and the appearance of judicial impartiality, I request the STATES case, YAV 20010024 be transferred for hearing in MARICOPA COUNTY. My daughter was born in Maricopa County, and this father’s residency with his daughter is and will maintain in Maricopa County.

This NOTICE BY ADMINISTRATIVE DEMAND additionally is a FORMAL COMPLAINT to all State, Federal, and local Law Enforcement that receives a copy of this notice to compel their efforts to assure that the STATE OF ARIZONA, INC, be held accountable, comply, and be prosecuted to the fullest extent of the law in the event of the State’s non-compliance of this DEMANDED by NOTICE.

This NOTICE OF ADMINISTRATIVE DEMAND is hereby served on the State of Arizona, STATE OF ARIZONA, INC, its agencies, representatives, and departments, by FAX and Service of Process by D.A.L.S. process service of Mesa, Arizona, on and to the Arizona US Attorneys Office, 1275 W. Washington Street, Phoenix, Arizona, and a copy hand delivered by D.A.L.S. to Jane D. Hull, Governor of the State of Arizona, 1700 West Washington Street, 9th Floor, Phoenix, Arizona 85007 this 24th day of August, the year 2001.
