Ms. Ashdown, who was approaching my door with her associate caseworker was contacted by the supervisor of the day at the Mesa CPS office, and told to canceled her and her coworker’s assignment of conducting the in-home study. I received a call from another supervisor of the Mesa CPS office at 11: 45 a.m. informing me that Ms. Ashdown’s in-home study of this father’s house was canceled at the request of the Prescott CPS office;
6. This Father is outraged by the further showing, now well documented, of improper conduct coming forth from the Prescott CPS office interfering with the in-home check in process from the Mesa CPS office;
7. I have requested of Laura Ashdown to call Division 1, the Honorable Judge Richard Anderson’s office to confirm the Mesa CPS office is to proceed, with no further delay, with the in-home study and physiological testing. Ms. Ashdown can be reached by the court at 480 8243 ext 7421;
