COMES NOW, Private  Arizona Citizen Walter J. Bubien, Jr., hereinafter the Petitioner, To request Modification of the traffic fine associated with this case.  Petitioner requests this action from the court for the following good cause;

1. Petitioner in good faith registered for the Arizona Traffic School to attend class at 7:30 a.m. on March 10th 2000 at the Tempe, Arizona school located at the cross streets of Mill and Southern.
2. Petition went to Traffic School on 3/10/2000 as scheduled. Petitioner being a single father had his 9 month old son with him. Upon arriving at class, paying $75 to the instructor and giving the original of the traffic ticket to the instructor, the instructor told Petitioner he could not keep his child with him at class. Petitioner asked the instructor where it said in any writings, regulations or rules of the Traffic Class that a parent could not have their child with them. The instructor said there was no written rule that a child could not be with a parent during class. The instructor told me I could not attend class, and would have to leave. So I complied with the instructors directions and left. Petitioner learned upon additional investigation that non of the Traffic Schools had accommodations for single parents.

3. Petitioner complied with all written instructions, requirements and payments to attend Traffic Class. 

4. Petitioner incurred multiple expenses and expended substantial time in complying with the written rules for Traffic School above. Default towards completion of the class was at the direction of the instructor of the class  instantly at the time of the class and in no way was the fault or intent of petitioner being in compliance with the written rules and requirements of this Traffic Class, and as also specified in the Verde Valley Justice Court instruction sheet, herby attached, incorporated here for all intents and purposes and marked “EXHIBIT A”.

5. Based on contract law, written rules of notice and procedure Petitioner in good face complied with all requirements of Traffic School within his control as specified in writing by both the Traffic School and the  Verde Valley Justice Court.

6. Within the above process Petitioner took the steps necessary to extend any initial court hearing in this mater with the clerk of the Verde Valley Justice Court until or after April 22nd 2000.

PETITIONER THEREFORE REQUESTS without prejudice, that the court vacate summons No. 1699624 or in the alternative that the court invoice with prejudice this Petitioner in the Amount of $70, the balance of the fine to vacate the ticket upon payment by Petitioner of that amount.
