This coming weekend would be Mr. Burien’s weekend with Gloria according to the regular schedule.  Since Monday is Memorial Day Mr. Burien will be exercising holiday visitation with Gloria from Saturday, May 29th at 9 AM through Monday, May 31st at 6 PM.  Mr. Burien would ordinarily pick Gloria up at 9 AM on the 29th at the Prescott Police Station.  

Mr. Burien makes the following proposal for alternate visitation transportation.  Mr. Burien would pay Debbie and $250 to drive Gloria to and from his home in Saint Johns for this holiday visitation.
