Mr. Brownfield:

I am providing this letter to the school being their seemed to be some confusion from your comments made per testing of JJ when you called me this morning over my briefing given to Ms. Broadbent, JJ’s 1st grade teacher the day before school started on the 15th of August 2005.

To reiterate on the briefing I provided to JJ’s teacher on the 15th and to you this morning on the phone:

1. JJ will be transferred to the East Brunswick, NJ school district and his last day at Coronado will be on 08/29/05.

2. JJ’s brief stay at Coronado from 08/16/05 to 08/26/05 was exclusively intended by me to “jump start” JJ’s entry into the East Brunswick, NJ school district come the start there of September 7th 2005. A letter from JJ’s teacher as to recommended “extra learning” help / assistance recommended for JJ would be appreciated.

3. JJ has some developmental learning problems, of which JJ will require extensive testing for within the EBNJ school district. I will be having the EBNJ school district do all-testing of JJ, and to be very clear to you, your staff, and the St. Johns school district, I do not want any testing of JJ to be conducted at this time. All such testing and review of medical records reflecting the damage done to JJ when he was six months old in the hands of his mother and his progression up until this point will be done and reviewed by the EBNJ school district upon JJ’s enrollment come the first day of school there, September 7th 2005. As I have mentioned to you in the past when we spoke last year and then briefly in the conversation this morning, the egregious dirty politics stemming primarily out of Yavapai County but reaching throughout Arizona have caused severe damage to both JJ and myself over a period of several years. That is why in the best interests of both JJ and myself we are relocating back to my home state of New Jersey. 

4. If JJ cannot benefit from participating in Ms. Broadbent’s 1st grade class until 08/29/05 as I have noted above, please let me know and I, with disappointment will remove him. If he can, then please have his withdraw papers with the letter I requested to be completed by JJ’s teacher, ready at the front desk the end of school at 2 PM on 08/29/05 for me to pick up.
