Ms. Galespie:

YAV JD 2001-0024 is a contested state dependency hearing of my daughter Allyson, and is set before Judge Richard Anderson - Division 1 Yavapai Superior Court on November 2nd 2001. Time allocated, 1 day starting at 9:00 a.m., Camp Verde, Arizona.  You have stated you will be able to attend and handle all pre and subsequent aspects of that matter. All relevant documentation, pictures, and videos in my possession are being provided to you today. Judge Anderson, retires at the end of November. I am seeking full custody of my daughter Allyson, and that all further civil litigation take place through MAR DR 97-20762.

YAV DO 95-0538, of which I am the Petitioner, I filed notice of withdraw of this action with the court in Jan of 2000. No objection was received to date. 

MAR DR 97-20762, I reinstated in August of 2001, to handle civil custody and visitation orders from the court in Maricopa, per my daughter Allyson. Robin Arrowwood was served on 8/28/01. No hearing has been set, and the AZ AG tried to get this action dismissed responding for Arrowwood.

MAR 2000-090543, grants me temporary custody of my two year old son John Joseph Burien since 02/28/00, and is pending final custody orders for my son and one year old daughter, Gloria Louis Watton (Burien). The action was first filed as a dissolution of marriage action. September of 2001, Judge Roberts, after the issue popping up over the last 2 years, ruled the marriage was not valid due to no “marriage license”, and Judge Roberts gave 30 day leave to file an amended paternity action. That was done.  Judge Roberts retires at the end of October. His office assistant said he would sign orders that did not require a hearing. Currently trial dates for the judge replacing him are being set for the end of January 2002. Judge Roberts would entertain a hearing request of less than 15 minutes on an emergency bases prior to his retirement. Custody of both of my children is requested, and I require that visitation take place through family services located on Broadway Street, Tempe, Arizona.

YAV DO 2001-0577, is an action my wife filed in Yavapai to circumvent the Court of Appeals ruling that venue stay in Maricopa County under action MAR 2000-090543. I have a motion pending to strike service and the case itself per venue issues and court of appeals ruling. As of 10/19/01, no judge has been assigned to YAV DO 2001-0577.

The above cases are the extent of active court actions per my three children.
