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1. The foster parents who reside locally in his county are an exceptional improvement from
Allyson's previous placement. Allyson was placed in their home six weeks ago.

2. He received his first contact from Allyson on Easter, 3/31/02, which was the first contact
he has had with Allyson in nine weeks. He has maintained regular phone contact with
Allyson since Easter.

He visited Allyson on 4/5/02 which appears went well,
4. Allyson was made to attend swimming lessons on Fridays and church on Sunday.

He was not able to have much interaction with Allyson during the swimming lessons
because she in the pool most of the visit.

He was not able to sit with Allyson during church because she was in sunday school.

He will be meeting the parent aide for the first time on Tueday on 4/23/02. The parent
aide stated that she is attending school and only available on Tuesdays at 1:00 pm.

8. The new case manager, Donovan Myers, visited his home and stated that he wanted to
establish reunification with him (biological father) in two to three months which is in his
(biological father) time frame.

9. The foster parents rate a ten on a scale from one to ten.

10.  The only concerns he notes with the foster parents is that they are such good foster
parents that Allyson may want to remain with them and not with him.

11.  He believes that Allyson will not look forward to visits when supervised by the parent
aide because that is in a closed environment which is not the most conducive for visits.

12. The case manager stated that he will ask the Attorney General's office to motion the
Court that vigits be unsupervised and to occur more often.

13. Allyson may attend a trip to Disney World and the ocean with Allyson's half brother.

14.  Allyson telephones every other day, but he believes that Allyson should be able to call
anytime she wants to call. However, the foster parents' schedule does not allow them the
flexibility to supervise more visits or allow Allyson to call more often.

15.  The foster parents state that Allyson looks forward to your phone calls and visits. The
foster parent also state that Allyson displays no fear before or after visits with him.

16. The Agency will ask the AG to approve Allyson returning to his care and dismissing the
dependency. He wants to know that Allyson wants to be reunified with him.

17. The current case manager, Donovan Myers, is doing a much better job.

18.  He believes the Agency is sitting on a time bomb by placing children in the former foster
mother's care.
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
