RE: Visitation contempt on the part of Respondent, MAR DR2000-090543

Deeann:

Per our conversation of Saturday morning 03/30/02, I am sending you the following exhibit that is a copy of my and my son, John Joseph’s flight itinerary. My uncle, Robert Schoff, from New Jersey died on Monday the 25th of March, and his funeral was Thursday morning the 28th of March 2002.

I booked a flight for JJ and myself on the 26th. And on the same day I called Debbie and Hank, stating that I Would return to Arizona the evening of Friday the 29th and would be at their chosen meeting location of the Prescott Police station at 9:00 a.m. on the 30th to pick up my daughter Gloria for visitation. This would have been my second visitation with Gloria. The visit fell on the fifth weekend of the month, but visitation was just commencing and there was no statement from either party that visitation was not going to be occurring for the weekend of the 30th as was agreed to on the 23rd.  

I arrived at the Prescott Police Station the morning of 03/30/02 and Debbie was not there with our daughter Gloria. At 9:45 a.m. I contacted and met with a Prescott Police Officer. I waited until 10:30 a.m. and then called you on your cell phone and left you a message as to Debbie’s contempt for the court ordered visitation.  At approximately 11:00 a.m. we spoke, and shortly thereafter you spoke to the Prescott Police Officer and a Yavapai Sheriff Deputy who were present. 

Being that Debbie and our daughter are living in the county and not the city of Prescott, the Yavapai Sheriff Deputy looked up their address and telephone number through his law enforcement database, and was going to drive over to where Debbie and our daughter resided, Henry Higuara’s house, to do a welfare check on Gloria. He had called their telephone number but got their answering machine

I waited for the report from the Sheriff Deputy, and at 1:00 p.m. I was informed that my daughter Gloria or Debbie were not at the house and could not be located. He left a message on their answering machine and a note on their front door for them to contact him immediately, and to my best knowledge as of the writing of this letter; Debbie has not called the Yavapai Sheriff Deputy.   Additionally, she has not returned any of my phone calls in which I left a messages for her to call me. 

If I was not going to see my daughter for the weekend of the 30th, myself and JJ would have stayed in NJ celebrating Easter with our family. 

Per the weekend of the 23rd of March 2002, Debbie’s scheduled visitation with JJ, we agreed to meet at Parenting Skills Services located in Tempe at 9:00 a.m. on the 23rd.  I received a call from her at 8:40 a.m. with her stating that she was just leaving Prescott and would arrive at 10:30 a.m. at the agreed meeting location. I arrived at 10:30 a.m. and had a Tempe Police officer meet me at the location.  Debbie arrived with her boy friend Hank at 11:30 a.m. as noted by the Tempe Police Officer. She informed the Police officer and me that she was not going to keep JJ, and would return him to me that afternoon at 5:30 to 6:00 p.m.  I suggested that we meet at a restaurant called Macarroni’s located in Mesa at 6:00 p.m. and we agreed.  I additionally invited both of them to come over to see my home. They did. At 1:30, both Hank and Debbie left my home with JJ.  At 4:15 p.m., I received a call from Debbie asking me if I could meet her at the restaurant at 4:30. I told her I could not, but I could be there by 4:45 p.m.  I arrived at 4:45 p.m., her, Hank, myself, and JJ  had dinner of which I paid for ($75), and they left at 6 p.m., I returned with JJ to our home.
