Concerns per Gloria

Background: Debbie Watton (Burien) [mother 28] – Walter Burien [father 48] – JJ [4 year old brother]                       

Allyson [Gloria’s 8 year old half sister]- Darlene Fuller [Grandmother 54]  

Hank  [Debbie’s boyfriend 55] - Pete [step Grand father 50] 

Comments of concern made by Gloria of which Grandma told her or gave instruction:

1. Hank is daddy and Walter is dad. Hank is her daddy and not Walter.

2. Walter (dad) is a bad man

3. Gloria made the comment that Grandma gave her green medicine the night before dad picked her up that made her throw up and sleepy. Said it was the first time Grandma gave her that medicine.

4. Gloria believes she is Grandma’s daughter.

5. Gloria has stated on every visitation that she wanted to live with Dad and JJ and not Mom and Hank. When asked why she did not want to live with Mom and Hank over the last six months when visitation occurred, she said they hit my butt. Feedback two weeks ago made it back to Grandma through Allyson’s mom that Gloria was saying this. This week she says she wants to live with dad, but will not say why she does not want to live with Mon and Hank.

6. She made the comment yesterday that she (Gloria) killed Hank. When I asked her when she did this she said as a future projection that when she was older and bigger she did. This conflicted with her general statement that she liked Hank and that she was Hank’s girl friend.

7. Gloria hit and pinched JJ hard enough to make him cry loudly. When I asked her why she did that, she replied that he was not minding her. I asked her what you are supposed to do when someone does not mind you and she said, “You have to hurt them”. I told her you do not hurt anyone and that no one would hurt her when she was with me.

8. Gloria said Grandma told her not to eat at Dad’s but only at Grandma’s house. (Gloria has been eating like a bird due to this instruction by Grandma)

Father’s observations of Gloria:

Gloria is very intelligent and has advanced well in her speech development. She is curious, attentive and processes feedback well. The concerned behavior I have observed is showings of hurtful or demeaning behavior to her brother as she overly emphasizes her will and constant telling of what she wants him to do, and she has made spiteful comments. When feedback is given to her by dad to share, not boss, or not to be spiteful, she responds well to that guidance and the negative behavior quickly diminishes. Gloria has been very happy when she is with dad and her brother JJ. The only showing of severe emotional distress was when she spoke to her mother or grandmother on several occasions by phone. The contact, when the emotional distress was observed was one of instant and severe reactionary dependency. She would be happy and laughing and then when phone contact was made it was as if a switch was thrown that triggered the emotional response, and after the conversation when she knew it had ended, she would then return to having a good time laughing and being happy.

Father’s observations of Grandma, Hank, and Pete:

Anti social personalities, very self serving, and manipulative. Extremely crude and demeaning most of the time but at the change of the tide for impressions sake, they can be well mannered and friendly. Hank, twenty years ago dated Darlene. Pete is a heavy pot smoker, ex truck driver, and foulmouthed with very confrontational and aggressive tendencies. He has threatened several individuals. Grandma is intelligent and can be quite regal if she chooses to do so. Her background was as a heavy alcoholic who wanted to party, which resulted with her daughter Debbie being born with alcohol fetal syndrome as is confirmed in Dr. James Mick’s of Prescott pediatrics medical records. 

Grandma had four daughters. Her oldest daughter married Grandma’s boyfriend of 3 years. Debbie stated to me that since she was very young Grandma and Pete would play her back and forth against each other daily, and that she had run away from home in her late teens and ended up working as a nude Go-Go dancer at a club called Babes in West Glendale for a year. During that time, Pete would like to travel to Phoenix for the weekend and watch Debbie dance and then Pete would spend and party the weekend away with her and her dancer friends who would throw all night sex and drug parties at their secluded property out of town. Hank, was known around town as being heavy into drugs and was known as a womanizer. He had three sons. One committed suicide with a gun, one other killed himself in a car, and the third does not want any contact with his father. Hank can be very personable, but he has only one interest at heart, his own. He lived in Yuma some 25 years ago and left Yuma and moved to Prescott after he became under investigation in Yuma for running a prostitution ring involving Go-Go dancers.

Father’s current sentiments per Gloria’s contact with Debbie, Grandma, Hank, and Pete;

Gloria has benefited from basic development opportunities in this involvement but the effects of the character and anti social tendencies of these individuals is and will be very detrimental to her overall development. It is my well-founded fear that Gloria, if she continues to be exposed to this environment will develop well-routed sociopathic negative tendencies and be subjected to an array of abuses, both physical and psychological. Her self-esteem will diminish and self-destructive tendencies will develop.

Debbie is a product of this environment. She ran away from home at least 5 times, and now displays a well-routed dependent personality with severe passive aggressive antisocial behavior. At this point in her life she does not know the meanings of fundamental social words such as morals, ethics, or honor. Those words were not used, or as circumstance has shown me, not important in her upbringing. She enjoys having Gloria as a showpiece but does not comprehend her responsibility to the child as a human being. Grandma on the other hand is reliving her youth by now taking care of Gloria as Debbie does her own thing with Hank. Debbie has not held a job for more then a few months in her life and currently is the pawn under the control and direction of her mother, Hank, and Pete. When JJ was five month old, Debbie took off with him for two and a half months in her pursuit of partying and as a result of that event JJ suffered severe head trauma. As testified to by Marlene Foust at the first hearing held before Judge Barbara Rodregus Mundell, Ms. Foust, a medical assistant by trade, saw JJ one month after he was taken and she testified that his head was swollen, skull seams separated by a quarter of an inch, forhead shifted forward, with the back of his head flattened. She said that JJ should have been brought to the pediatrics intensive care ward but Debbie refused. The night Ms. Foust saw JJ, this occurred when Debbie left JJ with a stranger to her, a James Wells of Phoenix who called Ms. Foust out of concern for JJ serious condition. Debbie left JJ with Mr. Wells at the direction of a Nora Olivas, who was a meth addict, and had a court order not to have any contact with her own children until they turned 18 being that she was found responsible for the death of one of her own infant sons. Ms. Olivas orchestrated and prompted Debbie’s taking of JJ, to get Debbie and JJ under her control. Ms. Foust was going to take JJ to the emergency room but Debbie and Nora Olivas returned and Ms. Olivas was packing a 357 revolver and took off with JJ and Debbie when it was realized by them that someone was going to take action per seeing JJ’s condition. Ms. Foust relayed her observations to a federal Marshall, a Mr. Don Love, who motivated the Phoenix office of the FBI to locate JJ. He was located by the FBI agents about 2 months after he was taken, and custody of JJ was granted to the father by court order at hearing 2 ½ months after he was taken by Debbie. The Prescott Political crowd that assisted in Debbie’s taking of JJ, did their best to cover up the damage inflicted on JJ over that two months. They even went as far as saying JJ was seeing a doctor regularly during the 2 ½ months that Debbie had JJ, and then at hearing Debbie confirmed to Judge Mundell that the last time JJ saw a doctor was when his father took him prior to him being taken. That visit was with Dr. Mick 10 days prior to JJ being taken who also confirmed by letter filed to the court action as an exhibit that the damage to JJ’s head was not there prior to him leaving with Debbie.

JJ did suffer an unknown degree of brain damage at a point during that 2 ½ months, but has made good progress in recovery and development considering the damage done. When I was younger, worked as a special needs assistant and have worked with JJ in recovery. He is doing well now considering the damage done. The day I picked up JJ by court order, I secured him in Yuma and brought him to Phoenix General Hospital to document the damage to his head and his other ailments. He additionally had a lung, eye, and ear infection which I was able to clear up after 15 days of antibiotics applied.

Father’s wishes;

Father put off a trip last year for himself and JJ to NJ and filed with the courts 14 months ago for an emergency hearing to address issues and request four months extended leave to include Gloria in a visit to his home in NJ and thus avail JJ and Gloria to the large family base and community that they would benefit from there within the trip. My father is getting old and I would like to see him have a relationship with his grandchildren and introduce JJ and Gloria to the numerous aunts, nephews, and nieces that they have. My mother saw JJ when he was one year old. She saw him on the day she died. JJ and I flew back to NJ when noticed by my father that my mother had three consecutive heart attacks. She died the day we arrived.  

My home in East Brunswick, NJ is a very good environment, and I wish for both children to immediately benefit from exposure to that environment. I believe that Gloria’s best interests would be served in the custody of her father having daily interaction with her brother JJ and that the court should grant immediate leave of four months to commence with this trip to NJ.

The delay that has been imposed by the court for hearing, now fourteen months after requested, that was scheduled for March 8th but now vacated to a date still unknown to myself, this extended delay has caused significant damage to JJ, Gloria, and myself personally based on no remedy available to correct Gloria’s circumstance. I have been in limbo hovering and waiting for to long of a time waiting for remedy, and remedy is required.

I am requesting your recommendations for use with the court per;

1. The benefit for Gloria of meeting and having involvement with her extensive family in NJ by and through an extended trip granted by the court.

2. The benefit for Gloria with a change of custody to the father, with modifications recommended as for preventing negative exposure that Gloria and JJ would be exposed to when visiting their mother.

3. Offering ongoing family counseling to evaluate progress and report back to the court as to that progress.
