	Father, WALTER BURIEN, through Counsel undersigned, hereby moves that the Court reschedule the Trial date of November 14 and 15, 2002.   Father received an invitation on November 1, 2002 to speak at the Freedom Drive 2002 in Washington D.C. on November 14.  Father informed Mr. Schultz, Freedom Drive executive organizer, that he would need a written request in order to accept as he would need to request that a court proceeding be rescheduled.  Father notified the Case Manager and Attorney General immediately on Friday, November 1st that there was this possible conflict.  On November 6, 2002, Father received written verification of the invitation to speak.   See Exhibit A, Letter from Robert L. Schultz.  This invitation to speak is important and could impact Father’s career.  He has suffered significant financial losses associated with advocating for his child as well as significant stress associated with the many allegations against him that he has had to endure.   


	


	The Attorney General has no objections to rescheduling this matter.     Guardian ad Litem, David Wilson, has no objections to rescheduling this matter.  Mother’s attorney has been unable to reach Mother  but has no objection herself.


	Furthermore, a continuance is warranted because the State has been treating the parties disparately.  The State has provided Mother with an updated psychological evaluation from Karen Sullivan, Ph.D., economic assistance in terms of housing and transportation assistance and has not provided the same assistance to Father although he has a similar need and in fact on 12/5/01, Case Manager, Kris Davidson wrote, “he would like to have a requisition to be reimbursed for his travel expenses.  This worker will look into what form he should use.”  See attached Exhibit B,  Telephone Contact from 12/5/01.    The State did not provide him with a requisition or make any offers to assist him.  


	As stated, the State has provided Mother with an updated psychological evaluation and has made no effort to provide Father with the same.  Father requests that a second psychological evaluation from either Dr. Karen Sullivan or Dr. Glenn Moe who is more proximately located to Father.   Father has suggested such an evaluation with Case Manager, Donna Goodman but his request has not been acted upon.  


	The State has also not yet met its responsibility as ordered by this court on September 18, to “provide a significant and meaningful opportunity for father to begin to bond with Allyson.”   Foster Mother planned and took a trip out of state with Allyson which impacted the parenting access.  Further there was a transition from Parenting Skills, which also impacted parenting access.  Nevertheless, the State provided Mother the opportunity of an unsupervised weekend with the minor child on November 1 and 2, which predictably will be an ongoing pattern.   November 7, 2002 will be the very  first overnight access that Father will have with the minor child since the court’s orders, this despite the fact that Father has had unsupervised time with the child and no reports have been received that indicate that the unsupervised time has gone poorly.    


	 Finally, Assistant Attorney General, Susan Gebhard, requests that discovery and exchanges of Witnesses and Exhibits deadlines be extended to two (2) weeks before the next trial setting and undersigned counsel concurs.


	Therefore the trial needs to be rescheduled first and primarily because Father would not be able to be present due to the speaking commitment and the prospect for his career that has arisen.  Secondly, rescheduling the trial allows the State time to come into compliance with the court ordered “meaningful opportunity for father to begin to bond with Allyson.”  Thirdly, to provide an updated psychological for Father by either Dr. Karen Sullivan or Dr. Glenn Moe,  so as to not be treating the parents disparately and to look into providing Father with the same types of subsidies that the State has heretofore provided for Mother.
