Dear Deean / Sharron:

Per the recent ruling, of which I strongly object too from the Yavapai court RE: Back Child Support Order (BCSO), CPS (Prescott) has up until this time refused to submit to me their DES form for expense compensation. They have requested extensively that I travel, take time off from work, and visit with their people or specialists. etc. They have requested my time and effort and to date have refused to avail to me the DES expense requisition form to start the process of compensation to me for the above.  The expenses incurred to myself far exceed the judgment to offset back child support. 

Per offset of the BCSO, I will, and do hear-by assign the forthcoming payment from DES, the portion necasary for that purpose of offset. 

Being that the direct and consequential loss of monies to myself from the CPS /DES mandated involvement and or castrated agenda imposed contrary to the interests of myself and children from just over the last year with and from their process mandated upon my person has cost me well in excess of $90,000.00; has left my company and person desolate at this point in time; has forced the loss of my house in Mesa, Arizona come November 30th 2002; damaged my children John and Gloria; any further delay on the part of DES to facilitate appropriate, and now substantially delinquent compensation, will cause further significant damage to myself, children, and company. Further delay in this matter is not acceptable and cannot be tolerated. 

Notice the Yavapai court and CSSA of my assignment for offset.  From my rough calculations per strictly direct personal / business loss expenses incurred that will be submitted to DES for immediate compensation, the dollar amount equals no less than $4,800.00

If it requires court action in the Maricopa County, my county of residence, to collect the debt / claim owed myself from DES, a state agency with headquarters in Maricopa County, then so be it. The offset of the BCSO can be stayed pending assignment and ruling and immanent judgment for payment by DES ordered from the Maricopa Court. 

Venue is clear cut here per this Maricopa County court action if required. Discovery and disclosure in that specific debt collection case should be exciting. I would be able to handle that specific matter with the Maricopa Court Pro Per, incurring no expense to your Firm, with the help of a few paralegal friends I will have contact with.

The dependency action for my daughter Allyson should have been transferred to the Maricopa Courts from the start as I insisted and as the facts contained in the seven year case history mandated in the best interests of my daughter Allyson, and to have prevented the subsequent damage inflicted on my person and my children. 

The conduct and actions coming forth from the Yavapai Court and local Prescott Office of CPS can be categorized consistently and habitually as nothing other than the direct perpetration, knowingly, willingly, and intentionally of child abuse against my daughter Allyson, and consequentially through effect, damage to my other two children ages 3 and 2 in my care.

Timely and simple notice of my intent for offset of the BCSO as stated above made by your Firm to the Yavapai Court / CSSA and the securing of the expense reimbursement forms from the CPS office located in Prescott or DES in Phoenix so that I can complete them for submittal to DES is what must move forward immediately at this time.
