It was a pleasure meeting with you yesterday for the second time to culminate your evaluation.

Prior to leaving your office, you gave me a WPS Personality Inventory For Children (PIC), parts 1, 2, and 3, from the Western Psychological Service, form w-152L, and asked me to complete it per my daughter Allyson, and return it to you.

Later that evening I sat down to complete it. I thought it was a questioner of present or future issues per my daughter. When I looked it was immediately evident to me that it was specifically focused on questions per my daughters past development and interaction with others and situations from the past. 

As I mentioned to you within our consultation, I have been denied contact or any feedback per my daughter for the last 3 years. When I had visitation with her, 4 and 5 years ago, I was also only able to observe her interaction with others on a very limited basis when she was in my care. If I had been availed the opportunity to truly observe her as my child, I would be able to answer the true or false questions on the PIC that you presented to me. Over 90% of the questions asked on the PIC, others were observing my daughter, and would be able to answer the questions asked. Where myself not being given the opportunity to observe her, I would not. Thus I returned the PIC test to your office not filed out.  

If from this point forward, my daughter shares my, and her brother’s life, after 6 months to a year of observing her, and taking care of my daughter, I would, in most probability, be able to answer the questions presented on that specific PIC questioner that you presented to me yesterday. Upon the ability for observation, and interaction with my daughter, then I would be competent to respond to the questions presented per my daughter’s past idiosyncrasies, and responses to social / situational interactions.
