COMES NOW,  Walter J. Burien, Jr., and Debbie C. Burien (Watton),  requesting jointly and of the same mind towards this matter,  that the court Stay involvement of Expedited Services pending hearing before the court,  for the following good cause;

1. Both Petitioner and Respondent to this action have not requested the involvement of, and strongly object to participating with expedited services. Said participation would involve CSSA for the process of determining or enforcing the child support process for children. 

2.  The Yavapai County Office of CSSA located in Prescott, Arizona and their representatives have participated knowingly, willingly, and intentionally with sever and abusive misconduct coming forth from the Yavapai County Superior court case No. DO 95-0538, ATLAS case No. 0000527750-01 from the inception of that case in 1995 until the present.

3. Petitioner filed with the Maricopa Superior court, case No. DR2000-090543 on April 27th 2000, a motion requesting consolidation of CSSA ATLAS case No. 0000527750-01. The before mentioned motion filed in this case with the court on 04/27/2000, is hereby resubmitted to the court by attachment hereto as Petitioner and Respondent’s EXHIBIT 1.

4. Petitioner requested the intervention of the Maricopa court for consolidation and judicial review of ATLAS case No. 0000527750-01. Venue and jurisdictional issues were address as shown in Petitioner and Respondent’s EXHIBIT 1. The primary points being; the child involved in that case was born and resided for over 1 year in Temp, Arizona, located in the county of Maricopa. Two prior Maricopa Superior court cases established and held venue and jurisdiction over the mater. 

5. The mother of the child, Robin Jill Arrowwood, was held in contempt by the Maricopa County court case No. DR 96-92444 and avoided accountability for her contempt from the Maricopa Courts by relocating to Yavapai County and having a Yavapai county superior court judge, a friend of her immediate family, exert his influence to have the Maricopa contempt hearing dismissed and the case and motions forward to him for action by the Yavapai Superior Court. The case this judge from Yavapai county had dismissed in Maricopa County, was dismissed the day before the contempt hearing was to take place. The Maricopa Case had a motion pending to the Maricopa court Requesting a court order for a FBI investigation of criminal misconduct and obstruction of justice coming forth from Yavapai case DO. 95-0538, the case of which at that time the Judge that intervened from Yavapai County was presiding over.

6. A pleading, Yavapai Case NO. DR95-0538, entitled; NOTICE TO THE COURT OF WITHDRAW OF CIVIL ACTION: DO 95-0538, and NOTICE OF INTENT TO FILE A COMPLAINT FOR FEDERAL INJUNCTIVE RELIEF AND CLAIM FOR DAMAGES, with attached EXHIBIT (FPDE) was given to the Hon. Judge Brian K. Ishikawa at the last hearing before the court, and a copy of the same was provided to the guardian at litem in this case John Schaus. Said pleading for all intents and purposes is incorporated by reference to this Maricopa court action and this motion for orders of the court.

7. On January 30th 2001, prior to the request for hearing and consolidation CSSA ATLAS case No. 0000527750-01 made on 4/27/2000 by Petitioner being granted by the Maricopa courts, a hearing was held before the Yavapai court requested by the Prescott Office of CSSA case No. DR95-0538. The Judge of the Yavapai Superior court suspended Walter J. Burien’s Arizona drivers license. This suspension done knowingly, willingly, and intentionally on the part of the Yavapai judge in cooperation with the Prescott Office of CSSA in an attempt to further damage Petitioner and his family. This further damage being done by the Yavapai Court in cooperation with the Prescott Office of CSSA knowingly, willingly, and intentionally outside of, and in violation of both State and Federal statutory law.  Yavapai Court Reporter Minutes of 1/30/2001 attached and incorporated herein as exhibit (2).

FOR THE FOREGOING REASONS and at the request of the Petitioner and the Respondent, it is requested that the following is entered by ORDER of the court;

1. That the prior court orders stipulating the involvement of Expedited Services to begin the process of determining child support orders relevant to the children of both parties to this action is stayed by order of the court pending hearing on this matter before the court, 

2. That all exhibits, pleadings, process records, documentation, memos, communications, and affidavits submitted to or held by the Yavapai Superior Court DO 95-0538 and the same from CSSA ATLAS Case No. 0000527750-01 held by the Prescott office of CSSA, be promptly forwarded by the Yavapai Superior Court and the Prescott Office of CSSA to the Maricopa Superior court Case No. 2000-090543 for review by the court, and that the guardian at litem to this case, John G. Schaus, review by order of the court these records for recommendations to be made by him to the court. 

3. That the court stay or grant a continuance towards involvement of Expedited Services or CSSA pending; review of the forwarded documentation being requested by order of the court; the appointed guardian at litem John G. Schaus’s recommendations; and hearing held before the court in this matter, with a half hour requested at hearing.
