COMES NOW, Walter J. Burien, Jr., requesting that the court modify standing visitation orders, and expedite this request by signed order of the court for the following good cause;

1. Respondent to this case, Debbie C. Burien (Watton) has been out of contact for the last 3 weeks. 

2. Respondent defaulted on monthly and daily visitation with our son, John Joseph in April.

3. Respondent defaulted on providing daily visitation to the Father of our daughter in April.

4. The Father’s Weekend visitation for May is approaching on May 4th to the 6th.

5. This Petitioner inquired of the Yavapai County Sheriff if he would assist in enforcing visitation if required, and he responded that the Yavapai Sheriff’s office would not assist on orders of the court outside of Yavapai County unless the court order specified “All Law Enforcement of the State of Arizona” to enforce the order of the Maricopa Court. 

6. Respondent currently resides in Yavapai County outside of any city limits.  Our daughter is in the care of the grandmother, and the Respondent’s whereabouts are unknown to this Petitioner.

7. Petitioner fears for his daughter’s safety, and his access to assistance from law enforcement within Yavapai County to assist in enforcement of the courts orders if required and necessary.

8. Respondent is in contempt of the court’s orders for visitation, in contempt of the court’s orders for not completing the Family Class, and in contempt for not participating with Expedited Services. 

FOR THE FOREGOING REASONS, Petitioner requests that the following is entered by signed and expedited ORDER of the court.

1. That, the prior court orders relevent to visitation be amended to state that; All Law Enforcement of the State of Arizona will enforce visitation and custody as outlined within the orders of the Maricopa Court Case No. DR 2000-090543, if requested to do so by either party to this case. 

2. That, exchange of the children is to take place between the mother and father of the children.

3. That, if the court sees just and proper, in the absence of the Respondent’s exercise of custodial care of Gloria Louis Burien (Watton), custody be granted to the Father, pendente Lite pending trial before the court scheduled May 15, 2001.
