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COMES NOW, Private  Citizen Walter J. Burien, Jr.  to motion the court,  for a signed order of the court for continuance of the current CSSA action beyond the hearing set for Friday, June 16th, 2000 at 9:00 a.m.

Petitioner requests that the hearing take place as scheduled due to the need for certain issues relevant to this case can be addressed,  but that the court refrain from and make no rulings  requested by CSSA pending the official findings that Petitioner and DES has put forth for as of June 6th 2000 and said findings are presented to the court, at hearing set before the court. 

  In support of this request, the Petitioner states the following:

1. Petitioner was served with CSSA notice of hearing on May 1st  2000 at his Prescott Business Office. It was verified by Petitioner through the clerk of the court that CSSA requested this action in Petitioner’s case and that the Respondent did not request any action by the court.

2. On May 17th 2000 Petitioner received a telephone call from his Father that Petitioner’s mother living in New Jersey had suffered a heart attack. On June 22nd 2000 Petitioner received another phone call from his father that Petitioner’s mother was close to death. Petitioner  on June 22nd 2000 returned to New Jersey with his son. On June 24th 2000 at 4 a.m. Petitioner’s mother Theresa Bubien died in the cardiac intensive care unit at St. Peters Hospital, New Brunswick, NJ.  Petitioner attended the funeral of his mother and stayed at his families home in NJ comforting his father. On June 6th 2000, Petitioner returned to Arizona.  

3. On June 6th 2000, upon return to Arizona Petitioner was now able to address CSSA’s action.

4. Petitioner has enrolled with the Arizona State Agency of DES for medical coverage of his custodial son John Joseph Burien DOB 7/8/99.  Petitioner has filed a current financial affidavit with DES, and DES is conducting a complete financial review of petitioner’s income, and Petitioner’s companies income at present and is going back annually for and to the year 1994. This includes review by DES of personal tax records, corporate records 1994-2000.  The DES official findings will be available by 7/15/2000.  It is well documented in the case file that Petitioner claimed that he was assessed a child support order totally contrary to his income. The DES findings, the agency overseeing CSSA, will be definitive on official findings as to Petitioner’s income and said official findings of DES will be essential and definitive in determining any action by the court or validity of prior child support orders of the court which are pending review and the basis of CSSA’s action.

5. Petitioner’s; Father’s Parenting Exerted, filed with the court on July 21st 1998 by affidavit and served on Respondent and CSSA in July of 1998 was not contested, rebutted or responded to by Respondent or CSSA thus by law both Respondent and CSSA are in default, invalidating by law and the rules of civil procedure any claim as stated by CSSA. Numerous attempts by Petitioner since that time for CSSA or the court to reevaluate Petitioners child support requirements based on factual and official financial records covering the period of 1994 to 2000 have been intentionally ignored by CSSA. A copy of the Father’s Parenting Doctrine Exerted filed with the court on July 21st 1998, 23 pages, is attached and marked PETITIONER’S EXHIBIT (A), additionally attached is a copy of communications between this Petitioner and CSSA, 52 pages,  covering a period of time from when Petitioner applied for the services of CSSA to present and is marked PETITIONERS EXHIBIT (B), both exhibits incorporated as if stated in full here, and submitted by Petitioner to the court as evidence in this action.

6. Petitioner was delayed by the unavoidable and untimely death of his mother in responding to CSSA and towards preparation for providing essential and relevant information to the court for review by the court prior to the scheduled hearing.


For the foregoing reasons Petitioner  requests a signed order of the court that the hearing of 6/16/2000 at 9 a.m. take place as scheduled but that the court refrain from  making rulings  requested by CSSA pending the official findings Petitioner and DES has put forth for  as of June 6th 2000  and said official findings are presented to the court of proper venue, at hearing set before the court. One hour is requested by Petitioner with the requested hearing being set by the court for mid July of the year 2000.
