COMES NOW, Private  Arizona Citizen Walter J. Burien, Jr., To request  an  emergency ex-Parte hearing, the morning of June 16th , 2000  for the following:


1.  Respondent on June 11th 2000 moved from the Holiday Lodge, Prescott, Arizona without notice or forwarding address being given to the Father or the Court.  This being done with her being the Real Party of Interest to a hearing set before the court on June 16th 2000 at 9 a.m.  On June 13th 2000, Private Process Server Robert J. Mayotte, attempted service on Robin Arrowwood at her listed address given to the court. Mr. Mayotte was informed by several individuals at the Holiday Lodge that Ms. Arrowwood packed up her possessions and moved from the Holiday Lodge on or about June 11th 2000, leaving no forwarding address. Being that Ms. Arrowwood gave this address to the court and was under court order  to notify the court in advance if she was moving,  Mr. Mayotte left the paper work and subpoena with the manager of the Holiday Lodge as service to Ms. Arrowwood.  A copy of the Mr. Mayotte’s service  report is attached as evidence and marked PLAINTIFF’S EXHIBIT ( 1) containing 2 pages.  It is noted on Mr. Mayotte’s report that an employee  of the Holiday Lodge stated that Ms. Arrowwood may have left the state of Arizona and that she was planning to live in a tent in the woods where ever  she, her children and her current boy friend Ed, ended up.


2.  On May 22nd 2000, plaintiff made contact with an individual named  Allen D. Shepherd. Mr. Shepherd was the live in boy friend of Ms. Arrowwood  at the Holiday Lodge  for about 1 year up until August of 1999.  Plaintiff spoke with Mr.  Shepherd  for about 4 hours. Mr.  Shepherd confirmed Ms. Arrowwood’s continued interests in illegal meth amphetamines. He also stated that over the last four months Ms Arrowwood’s new live in boy friend was an individual  by the name of Ed.  I was told by Mr. Shepherd that Ed was a native American Indian who was know by many individuals around town as being a heroin addict of skin and bones weighing 100 lbs . Additionally Mr. Shepherd informed me that Robin Arrowwood was convicted (case No. CR2000040213C) in April of 2000 for filing a false police report. This I confirmed with the city attorney’s office. A copy of the Prescott Police incident report is attached as evidence and marked PLAINTIFF’S EXHIBIT (2) containing 6 pages.            Mr.  Shepherd also stated that Ms. Arrowwood’s older daughter Lindsey Nichole Arrowwood since she was 12 years old was going out with men  25 to 27 years old who hung out in the local park, she was consuming alcohol with these individuals, and staying away from home for extended periods of time.  Ms. Arrowwood’s older daughter is now 13 years old.


3.  Back in 1997, this Father  received unexpected contacts from three (3) of Robin Arrowwood’s male acquaintances in which she was involved in a relationship with for varying degrees of time.  All three had the same comments; “ she should not be allowed to  have children”,  “your child is being abused continuously”  “  Robin  is tweaking every chance she gets”, “the woman is evil”.  ( TESTIMONY OF CHARLES LEWIS given before Division 5 on 4/22/97,  incorporated herein by reference ).  Ms. Arrowwood moved to the state of Illinois at that time under court orders not to leave the state of Arizona with the child as well as having generated several  TASC drug tests positive for meth amphetamines.  


4.  Since May of 1998, this Plaintiff, Plaintiff’s friends and Plaintiff’s current wife made numerous attempts contacting Ms. Arrowwood  to facilitate Plaintiff’s visitation with his child. Ms. Arrowwood decline on all occasions. Plaintiff has not seen, talked to or had any information provided to him about his child in almost two and a half years.


5. In the beginning of May 2000, a Mr. Ben Hansen, Editor of the Prescott Courier, being familiar with the aspects of this action,  communicated to this Plaintiff that he had seen Robin Arrowwood that week, and that she looked terrible. He said that she gave the appearance of possible severe drug abuse.


6.  As exemplified herein,  Respondent’s non compliance with court ordered visitation and court ordered requirements as ordered by the court to notify the court and this Plaintiff in advance of change of address as stated above is a insult to this Father as well as the Court,  showing no decency on the part of  Robin Arrowwood ,  establishing  clear evidence towards her  malice of forethought towards contempt against this court and the Father of  Allyson Arrowwood, DOB 12/06/956.   Additionally the probable continued abuse of drugs and choice of environment and associations of Ms. Arrowwood severely brings into question the immediate safety and possible abuse of the children.


PETITIONER THEREFORE REQUESTS that the court grant an  emergency ex-Parte hearing of  ten minutes, the morning of June 16th, 2000 so that urgent maters can be addressed and acted upon by the Court in the interests of Justice and  for  the immediate and attempted protection  by  and from the Court towards and in the behalf of Allyson Arrowwood Burien , DOB 12/06/97,   Petitioner’s child.
