COMES NOW, Private  Arizona Citizen Walter J. Burien, Jr., To request  an EXPEDITED ORDER of the court coming forth from the hearing, the morning of June 16th , 2000  for the following:


1.  Respondent, AFTER NOTICE by the court, CSSA, and subpoena served at Respondents address listed with the court by Petitioner to appear at hearing on June 16th 2000, at 9:00 a.m., did not appear showing contempt for the court, CSSA and this Petitioner. Respondent, in fact established by testimony of Robert Mayotte, moved from the Holiday Lodge, Prescott, Arizona on June 11th 2000, without notice or forwarding address being given to CSSA the Father or the Court.  This being done with her being the Real Party of Interest to a hearing set before the court on June 16th 2000 at 9 a.m. and prior orders of the court to give a change of address in advance to the court.  It is noted, Mr. Mayotte testified that an employee  of the Holiday Lodge stated that Ms. Arrowwood may have left the state of Arizona and that she was planning to live in a tent in the woods where ever  she, her children and her current boy friend Ed, ended up.


2.  Respondent has shown her contempt for not allowing any visitation in almost two and a half years.


3. Mr. Ben Hansen, Editor of the Prescott Courier, testified as to the recent appearance and condition of Robin Arrowwood. Said testimony, based on the consistency of severe illegal drug abuse evidenced in the case file, and Ms. Arrowwood’s current associations,  strongly suggests that Respondent, is at this time, a severe and continued drug abuser. This brings into question for the immediate safety and protection of Petitioner’s child through court order.


		PETITIONER THEREFORE REQUESTS for good cause as exemplified herein and within the existing case file, due to Respondent’s non appearance, non compliance with court ordered visitation and court ordered requirements as ordered by the court to notify the court and this Plaintiff in advance of change of address as stated above, evidencing no decency on the part of  Robin Arrowwood,  establishing  clear evidence towards her  malice of forethought towards contempt against this court and the Father of  Allyson Arrowwood, DOB 12/06/95, and probable continued abuse of drugs and choice of harmful environment and associations of Ms. Arrowwood, bringing into question for the immediate safety and possible abuse of the children, that the court grant an  emergency  hearing so that urgent maters can be addressed and acted upon by the Court in the interests of Justice and  for  the immediate and attempted protection  by  and from the Court towards and in the behalf of Allyson Arrowwood Burien , DOB 12/06/97, Petitioner’s child.  Additionally that the court issue a warrant nationally enforceable in all states of the United States of America for the arrest and possible extradition of Respondent for her contempt shown toward court orders, court requirements for appearance and to ensure said appearance at the requested hearing, if granted by order the court. Petitioner additionally requests that if Petitioner’s child is located, that temporary in term custody is granted to the father pending the hearing set before the court.
