COMES NOW, Private  Arizona Citizen Walter J. Burien, Jr., To request  an EXPEDITED ORDER of the court for the following:


1.  Respondent, was located June 20th 2000 by Mr. Robert Mayotte. Mr. Mayotte informed this Petitioner, that based on his investigation, he had located Respondent and Petitioner’s child. Mr. Mayotte described the condition of Respondent and Petitioner’s child of which said description is parallel to that depicted by Petitioner, as follows:  Petitioner at about 7:00 p.m. drove to the location disclosed by Mr. Mayotte. That being down Walker Rd., past Links Lake, one half mile past the cattle guard after the Hill Top Camp grounds, left on the first dirt road, one third of a mile in on this dirt road, 100 yards off the dirt road to the left, there was a tent and camp pitched. The tent and camp being the new mobile residence of Respondent.  Present at this location was Lindsey Nicole Arrowwood, age 13, a man and woman in their late 40’s, the man identified himself as “Slim”, the woman gave no name, but had long white hair. Both said they had previously lived at the Holiday Lodge in Prescott. Respondent and Petitioner’s child arrived on location about 20 minutes later. All individuals present were extremely dirty and reeked of an unpleasant odor.  Respondent Robin Arrowwood, had what appeared to be blistering soars over her lower face and lips, all of her teeth were missing or rotten, one quarter of her body was covered in black charcoal, her hands were chafed and had a purple coloration as if dyed by exposure to some sort of caustic chemical, and her overall physical appearance was depraved, exemplifying probable and continued abuse of drugs and choice of harmful environment that Ms. Arrowwood inflicts upon her children.  My daughter, Allison Arrowwood, age five, was extremely dirty, two thirds of her face was black with dirt and charcoal, she seamed alert and attentive but had the look of a wild animal on her face and in her actions.   Robin Arrowwood was driving a small light colored Datsun having the Arizona plate number of 434-ETR. There is no question of any reasonable nature not calling for the immediate safety and protection of Petitioner’s child through immediate  order of the court.


		PETITIONER THEREFORE REQUESTS for good cause as exemplified above and as evidenced within the existing case file, and newly discovered circumstances exemplifying moving the court for diligence of immediate action to  bring safety and stop  the exemplified abuse of the children, that the court grant an  emergency  order of the court in the interests of Justice and  for  the immediate and attempted protection  by  and from the Court towards and in the behalf of Allyson Arrowwood Burien , DOB 12/06/97, Petitioner’s child.  Additionally that if Respondent flees from her current location, prior to service of the orders of the court, that the court issue a warrant nationally enforceable in all states of the United States of America for the arrest and possible extradition of Respondent for her contempt shown toward court orders, court requirements for appearance, and to ensure said appearance at the hearing, before the court. Petitioner additionally requests that if Petitioner’s child is located, that temporary in term custody is granted to the father pending hearing set before the court.
