COMES NOW, Walter J. Burien, Jr., To request  an ORDER of the court for the following:

1. My daughter Allyson was located on June 20th 2000 at 7:30 p.m.. She was in poor physical condition.  The mother Robin Arrowwood – DOB 1/21/57 and my daughter, were living isolated in the woods off Walker Rd in Prescott with the children. I requested that the Yavapai Sheriff do a welfare check on my daughter the afternoon of June 21st 2000. The Yavapai Sheriff upon locating the camp ½ mile back in the woods did not find my daughter or Robin Arrowwood, but found Ms. Arrowwood’s 13 year old daughter Lindsey Nicole Arrowwood and one male. The  male she was with, a Brian E. Fasel – DOB 6/18/54 was placed under arrest for outstanding warrants for felony theft and CPS was called by the Deputy Sheriff to take charge of the 13 year old. The deputy Sheriff was unable to give me any information as to the condition, or as to what became of, my daughter Allyson being that the matter was turned over to CPS that afternoon. ATTACHED and marked Petitioner’s EXHIBIT (DEPUTY REPORT 00-021213) containing 2 pages, and Petitioner’s EXHIBIT (BEF-ARREST WARRANTS) containing 2 pages, are true copies of official law enforcement records, and are incorporated here as if shown in full.

2. The CPS caseworker on 6/22/00 informed me that Ms. Arrowwood picked up her daughter Lindsey Nicole Arrowwood, and Respondent was instructed by the CPS caseworker out of concern for the younger child, to put our four year old daughter Allyson, from that day forward, in CPS sponsored house day care during each day of the week for the child’s benefit and protection versed to staying in the woods during the day. The child as of 6/22/00 is in CPS sponsored day care house and is picked up in the evening by Respondent to be returned to the woods at night, the current location in the woods of Respondent and Petitioner’s child is unknown to CPS or to this Petitioner.  The Prescott Office of CPS and the case worker Merle Carver being familiar with Ms. Arrowwood, this Petitioner, this custody action, and this order being requested from the court, if contacted by Judge William T. Kiger exercising due diligence in this mater,  Mr. Carver will confirm that in the immediate best interests of the child,  that this requested order being signed and enforced by the court would be in the immediate best interests of the child pending the hearing set before the court on July 21st 2000 at 2:00 p.m.  Mr. Carver can be reached at the Prescott Office of CPS by phone at: 445-1860
