COMES NOW, Walter J. Burien, Jr., To request  CORRECTION OF THE COURT REPORTER, dated 6/16/00, and to respond to CSSA’s NOTICE OF LODGING and MOTION FOR JUDGMENT, dated 6/28/00 with this pleading having two requested ORDERS attached. I request of the court for the  signing of both submitted and requested ORDERS of the court for the following good cause:

1. Per the request for correction of the court reporter minutes of the hearing Yav. Case No. Do 95-0538, held June 16th 2000, before the Hon. Judge William T. Kiger, Petitioner brings forth the following essential facts as noted by this Petitioner by open comment for the record at this hearing to the court reporter  of  which  facts were absent from the minute record, and of which this Petitioner request prompt correction;

a. Petitioner in open court noted for the record that he wished to proceed with the hearing exclusively as a fact finding hearing, with the issues at hand stayed for action by the court for 45 days pending the results of the administrative review investigation covering determination of Petitioner’s income covering a period from 1993 through the year 2000 proceeding through the Arizona Department Of Economic Security (DES) of which the office of CSSA is a sub-governmental state branch thereof. With no objection from the council representing CSSA, it was agreed by CSSA, and this Petitioner to stay any judgment / collection action in this matter pending the findings of the DES investigation 

b. Petitioner in open court noted for the record that THE REAL PARTY OF INTEREST, Robin Jill Arrowwood, after receiving notice from the court and CSSA was not present and in contempt of that hearing for her absence and based on the Arizona rules of civil procedure, with  THE REAL PARTY OF INTEREST absent, Petitioner wished to continue so that essential information could be presented to the court for consideration by the court  pending official findings from DES, prior to any judgments being awarded by the court.  

c. Petitioner in open court noted for the record that Robin Jill Arrowwood, the Respondent to this civil action, under court order to give advance NOTICE to the court of change of address, was shown to be in contempt of the court’s Order as established by the prima fascia testimony of process server Robert Mayotte establishing that Respondent had moved on June 10th 2000,  from the address she listed with the court of: The Holiday Lodge, 1141 E. Gurley St. #7A, Prescott, Arizona, without NOTICE being given by her to the court of change of address.

d. Petitioner in open court noted for the record that CSSA’s exhibit #1, CSSA’s accounting of claimed obligation from this Petitioner was accepted without objection by Petitioner under the premises that Petitioner has stated that CSSA’s claimed obligation was founded on fraudulent presentations made by CSSA and that the DES investigative findings as to Petitioner’s income from 1993 through the year 2000, would  invalidate CSSA’s monetary claim against Petitioner.

e. Petitioner in open court noted for the record that CSSA as of 1995 to present refused multiple requests from this Petitioner to base their monetary claim on Petitioner’s income, using established guidelines set forth by state and federal statute, but have pursued monetary gain and court action in clear violation of state and federal statutes, knowingly and with intent to do so, inflicting a tort against this Petitioner, who is the applicant to CSSA’s cause, CSSA ATTLAS #0000527750-01.

f. Petitioner in open court noted for the record that $9,000.00 loaned to Petitioner from an individual not associated with this court case, would be put up by Petitioner, as a good faith deposit with the beneficiary being the US Attorney’s office, pending investigation by the US Attorneys office of CSSA’s monetary claim being in violation of state and federal child support guidelines as well as possible fraud, racketeering, and civil rights violations perpetrated by CSSA against this Petitioner.

g. Petitioner in open court noted for the record that Sgt. Donald A. Love (Boltz) SFC (ret) MPC 7717L4H Patrolman US GovSv 2-66.23 fin 19487990, telephone number 319 538-4722, after extensive investigations and receipt of numerous affidavits from witnesses, has written several federal police reports, and was proceeding with the 9th district federal court requesting further investigation and prompt indictment by the office of the US Attorney of certain local government individuals involved with or criminally effecting the outcome of  Yav. Superior Court Case No. DO 95-0538 and associated other court action brought before the Yavapai Superior Court involving this Petitioner.

h. The court minutes reflect judgment in the sum of $9,000.00, with the court granting judgment in the sum of $9,000.00. At no time during this hearing did Petitioner, Ben Hansen, or Robert Mayotte who were present at the hearing see, or hear judgment any mention of a judgment being granted by the court. In fact, to the contrary all present were aware of the as outlined above in (a.) through (g.), with both the court and council for CSSA acknowledging and CSSA agreeing to no action by the court pending the official findings of DES as to Petitioner’s verified income 1993 to present, which establishes by state and federal guidelines Petitioner’s obligation, if any,  against CSSA’s monetary claim or possible refund due Petitioner. 

2. CSSA’s NOTICE OF LODGING and MOTION FOR JUDGMENT, dated 6/28/00, are mute and vacated by intent and substance based on the individual and collective facts that took place at the hearing of June 16th 2000 and as stated within (1.), (a.) through (h.) above.


PETITIONER THEREFORE REQUESTS for good cause THAT THE COURT sign and grant Petitioner’s  requested orders.
