COMES NOW, Walter J. Burien, Jr., To request a signed order of the court for the immediate drug testing of Respondent to this action, Robin Jill Arrowwood. I request of the court for the  signing of the requested ORDER of the court for the following good cause:

1. Respondent has an established past history of drug abuse. Specifically meth amphetamines.

2. In the last year Respondent has deteriorated, evidencing continued drug abuse. This deterioration being noted to the court at hearing 6/16/00 by: Ben Hansen, Robert Mayotte,  and Petitioner.

3.  Respondent has generated prosecution and conviction, based on her conduct,  several criminal and civil  actions against herself as well as CPS intervention at the request of the Yavapai Sheriff.

a. Prescott City Court, Case Number 2000040213C, Charge Of: 13-2907.01 – False Reporting To Law Enforcement Agencies.

b. Yavapai County Sheriff’s Report No: 00-021213, Report; Robin Jill Arrowwood was living in the woods off Walker Rd., Sheriff upon finding her camp did not find Respondent but found Respondent’s 13 year old daughter by herself.  A male arrived at the camp who said he was living there with Respondent. When the Sheriff ran a warrant check on this individual, the warrant check came back for outstanding warrants for felony theft. This individual was placed under arrest and the 13 year old child was turned over to the local Prescott office of CPS. Respondent was not located by the sheriff.

c. When Deputy Sheriff Ernie Cox went to Both the Holiday Lodge and the Senator Inn of Prescott on 7/20/00, trying to locate Respondent for service of the court’s order, he was told by the management of both locations that Respondent, if she returned, based on her recent conduct when she stopped by on several occasions, they were going to request that an Order of Protection be issued from the Prescott City court against the Respondent.  Additionally management of the Holiday Lodge told Deputy Cox that Respondent had moved from the Holiday Lodge at the beginning of June 2000.

4. Petitioner has arranged with Bradshaw Mountain Labs of Prescott, and has deposited the monies required with the Lab to facilitate drug testing of Respondent. The results of the testing will be available to the court within 48 hours of the test sample being received by  Bradshaw Mountain Labs assigned contract testing site of; ATI, Los Vegas, Nevada.

5. The local office of CPS has had no contact with Respondent or the children in over three weeks as of the writing of this pleading, contrary to the order of the court. Respondent’s and the 5 year old child’s location is still unknown to CPS, the Court or this Petitioner.  The 13 year old child to the best of Petitioner’s knowledge is now enrolled in a local program called Turning Point, a live in program for troubled youths who have been exposed to an abusive or delinquent custodial home environment. Respondent can and should be held accountable by the court per; A. R. S. 13-3612. Definitions; contributing to dependency or delinquency of this child, if not both of the children in her custody.



PETITIONER THEREFORE REQUESTS for good cause THAT THE COURT sign and grant Petitioner’s  requested order for spot drug testing of Respondent.
