COMES NOW, Private Citizens, Walter J. Burien, Jr.,  andfor his children,  Allyson Arrowwood (Burien) DOB 12/06/95, and his Son, John Joseph Burien  - DOB 7/08/99, hereafter the Claimant, lodges his NOTICE TO THE COURT, dba: State of Arizona, aka: STATE OF ARIZONA, dba: Yavapai County, aka: County of Yavapai (etc.) as a sole entity in the nature of a corporation sole: defendant names Each in their private capacity, individually and

severally, the marital community, and any bond(s) or sureties under which they may perform duties in the name(s) of their several corporate dba(s), OF WITHDRAW OF CIVIL ACTION YAVAPAI DO. 95-0538, and NOTICE OF INTENT TO FILE A COMPLAINT FOR FEDERAL INJUNCTIVE RELIEF AND CLAIM FOR DAMAGES. 


1. The Claimant, Walter J. Burien, Jr., claims the acts, and failure(s) to act are a matter of policy and custom, and a part of a pattern and practice of criminal racketeering activities by the Defendants and others under color of law through the creation of a fictitious organization through which the Defendants, and others, have stolen the identity of the republic, The State of Arizona, and routinely deprive the inhabitants of Arizona of life, liberty, and property without due process of law and under color of law. Claimant’s EXHIBIT (FPDE) [spell checked and corrected copy] filed and counter stamped by the clerk of the court this 3rd day of August, 2000, containing 24 pages, is attached and incorporated here as if stated in full. Representative Exhibit (FPDE) was filed with the Yavapai Superior Court on July 21st 1998, and was subsequently served on all parties listed, and has never been responded too, rebutted,  or contested, in any way, by any party served, and is established in law by default, standing at law as factual  prima-facie  competent evidence of Claimants claims as stated herein.  The pattern and practices of Defendant(s) as of this date, August 3rd 2000, and probable foreseeable future remain consistent and have not deviated as Claimant claims from the definition of criminal racketeering activities under color of law. 


2.  Claimant Claims that Defendant(s) operated under color of law and without any lawful state or corporate authority, in the substantive capacity of a corporation(s) sole, for which the beneficiary participants are personally liable without any governmental or corporate immunity.


3. Claimant WILL bring this action(s) to the national court(s) under the requirement at and through Article in Amendment XIV thereto and Article I § 2 of the Constitution,  Article 10 in Amendment to the constitution of the several united States of America as purviewed through Article I § 2 ,   Article III of the Constitution ordained by the people of the several united States of America as Claimant is denied access to any court of the judicial department of a republican form of government at Arizona by Defendants, and Article IV § 4 of the Constitution ordained by the people of the several united States of America that the national government guarantee the inhabitants of the several republic members of the national union  access to a republican form of government, in this case a judicial tribunal operating under the guarantee(s) of the constitutions of The State of Arizona and of the several united States of America.


4. Claimant Claims that Defendants have under color of law and without any lawful authority restrained the Inhabitant's protected liberty to the right to exercise the powers retained by the People of the several united States of America at Article X in amendment to the constitution ordained by the People of the several united States of America, AD 1789-91, causing Claimant damages.


5. Claimant  will request of the National court to issue a permanent injunction against Defendants prohibiting the Defendants from doing business in any name which includes the words "State", "County", "City", or "Court", inclusive of all variations thereof such as abbreviations or changes to upper case letters, or any other name, title, or terminology which is routinely used to denote any governmental authority. 


6.  Claimant will request that the national court make any person in violation of the injunction subject to immediate arrest by any person recognized or authorized under the constitutions and laws of The State of Arizona or the several united States of America as authorized to make an arrest, and directing such person to bring the arrested Defendant before the court to show cause why the Defendant should not be held in contempt of the court.  If no judge of the court is immediately available, such arrested Defendant is to be placed in the custody of the United States Marshal subject to bail or bond in an amount of ten thousand dollars ($10,000.00) per person arrested.


7.  Claimant, on June 8th 1995, initiated as the Petitioner to Yavapai Superior Court case No. DO. 95 0538 in his sincere efforts as a soon to be father, to protect his child and enforce his and his child’s secured rights. From the onset of the case to present Claimant claims Defendant’s acts, and failure(s) to act are a matter of policy and custom, and a part of a pattern and practice of criminal racketeering activities by the Defendants and others under color of law which have and were designed, with intent by Defendants, to financially, morally, and socially deprive and damage Claimant and Claimant’s children of their secured constitutional rights and guarantee of protection under the law both federal and state.

CLAIMANT THEREFORE  gives notice of  withdraw  civil action Yavapai DO. 95-0538, and notice of intent to file a complaint for federal injunctive relief and claim for damages. 

Claimant, brings to the Defendant’s attention that the Defendant(s) is under the false preconception that Claimant currently resides in Prescott, Arizona.  This is incorrect. Claimant has a business address since 1992, for his New Jersey based company of CEVI in Prescott, Arizona, and as of  1999, resides primarily in Tempe, Arizona, within the county of Maricopa.  Claimant as of August of the year 2000, is terminating the majority of his business activities in Prescott, Arizona  due to the past damage starting in June of 1995, to present and continued threat of further damage to be inflicted upon claimant and Claimant’s children by Defendant(s) within Yavapai county. 

Claimant will continue to receive mail at his Company’s listed mailing address of: P. O. Box 11444, Prescott, Arizona 86304,   on a weekly basis.  Claimant has been advised by a representative of the Federal government that an internal affairs investigation of the Yavapai Superior Court and others, by the United States Department of Justice  has been requested by federal law enforcement,  relevant to Yavapai Case NO. DO. 95-0538, DO. 99-1131, and DO. 2000 0002.  Claimant has also been advised that a Local to Prescott, Arizona law enforcement officer has by affidavit verified, under guarantee of federal protection by federal authorities, substantial information obtained in the course of his work, verifying the predominance of claimants claims against Defendant(s),  of racketeering and conspiracy for deprivation of rights against claimant.

Claimant, has been advised by the investigating federal authority to have no  contact with Defendant(s), and Claimant has been advised to insure his personal safety, and the safety of Claimant’s child(ren), that contact between claimant and Defendant(s), if at all,  should only be conducted by secure U. S. Mail,  pending closure of the federal investigation(s).
