25-641. Special rules of evidence and procedure

A. The physical presence of the petitioner in a responding tribunal of this state is not required for the establishment, enforcement or modification of a support order or the rendition of a judgment determining parentage.

25-408 (K). The court shall assess attorney fees and court costs against either parent if the court finds that the parent has unreasonably denied, restricted or interfered with court-ordered visitation.

CHAPTER 13 Article (6) 12-2265. Marriage certificate as prima facie evidence of marriage; other evidence competent to prove marriage

A certificate of marriage executed in accordance with the laws of this state or a foreign state or country, or the record thereof, or a certified copy of such record shall be prima facie evidence of the facts therein stated in any proceeding, civil or criminal, in which the matter is in question. When the marriage is to be proved, evidence of the admission of such fact by the adverse party, or evidence of general repute, or evidence of cohabitation as married persons, or other evidence from which the fact may be inferred, is competent. 

ARTICLE (5) 41-195. Violation; classification

A person violating any provision of this article or any regulation authorized by this article, is guilty of a class 2 misdemeanor. If the person violating any provision of this article or regulation adopted under the authority of this article is an officer or employee of a state agency, he shall, in addition to the prescribed penalties, be removed forthwith from such office or employment. 

25-320. (L.) For the purposes of this section:

1. "Child support guidelines" means the child support guidelines that are adopted by the state supreme court pursuant to 42 United States Code sections 651 through 669B.
