THE COURT FINDS: 

1.
This case has come before this Court for a final Decree of Dissolution of Marriage.  Both Petitioner and Respondent have come into agreement in this matter, and both agree that no further testimony is needed to enter the Decree.

2.
This Court has jurisdiction over the parties under the law and the provisions of this Decree are fair and reasonable under the circumstances, and are in the best interests of the minor children as to custody, parent access (visitation), and support is not requested by either party.

3.
The Court finds that:

a. 
90 Day Requirement:  At the time this action was filed, the Petitioner or the Respondent had lived in Arizona for more than 90 days.

b.
Conciliation Court.  The provisions relating to the Conciliation Court have been met. 

c.
Irretrievably Broken.  The marriage is irretrievably broken or the parties desire to live separate and apart.

d.
Custody, Support, Spousal Maintenance, Division of Property and Debt.  Where it has the legal power and where it is applicable to the facts of this case, this Court has considered, approved, and made Orders relating to issues of child custody, parent access (visitation), child support, spousal maintenance (alimony), and the division of property and/or debts.  


e.
Community Property and Debt.
There is no agreement as to division of community property and debt, but all community property and debt has been divided pursuant to this Decree.

f.
Pregnancy. The Wife is not pregnant.

g.           Spousal Maintenance. The Petitioner and Respondent agree to NO spousal maintenance.

h.
Parent Information Program:

1.
Petitioner has attended the Parent Information Program class as evidenced by the Certificate of Completion in the court file.

Respondent has not attended the Parent Information Program class and shall be denied any requested relief to enforce or modify this decree until Respondent has completed the class.

I.
Deviation from Child Support:  The court, having considered the best interests of the children, deviates from the guidelines for the following reasons: The parties have clearly not requested support. 

j.

Physical Custody Adjustment, Court Approved Discretionary Visitation Adjustment And/or Other Adjustments.

Petitioner’s and Respondent’s residency or right to travel with the children shall not be infringed if not interfering with court ordered visitation.

k.
Custody of the Minor Children. 


The custody order or agreement is in the best interests of the children for the following reasons: 

REASONS: The children are both thriving under the current custody and visitation that is in place, and without unforeseeable negative circumstances developing, should continue to thrive under the current arrangement between Petitioner and Respondent.
l.
Supervised Exchanged Visitation.  

Supervised exchanged visitation between the children and Respondent is not required. 
m.
Domestic Violence.   
1. Domestic violence has not occurred during this marriage.

Restrictions on visitation:  Respondent and Petitioner agree to final orders for visitation as outlined in the court orders of 10/19/2000.  Petitioner, or Respondent can request an arrest warrant for custodial interference from the Maricopa Superior court, if the child or children are not returned to the custodial parent as outlined for visitation within the court orders of 10/19/2000. The court will issue the requested warrant, absent of any mutually accepted agreement signed between the Petitioner and Respondent relevant to that weeks visitation. MEDICAL AND DENTAL INSURANCE, PAYMENTS, AND EXPENSES: 

Respondent and Petitioner are ordered to equally cover the cost of providing medical and dental insurance for the minor children. The Petitioner will secure the insurance coverage and must keep the other party informed of the insurance company name, address, and telephone number, and must give the other party the documents or payment information necessary if applicable so that equal payment can be made to Petitioner by Respondent for the cost of insurance.

FURTHER,


Petitioner is ordered to pay         50         %, AND 


Respondent is ordered to pay     50                %

of all reasonable uncovered and/or uninsured medical, dental, prescription, and other health care charges for the minor children, including co-payments.  

5.
SPOUSAL MAINTENANCE:

Neither party shall pay spousal maintenance (alimony) to the other party.

PROPERTY, DEBTS AND TAX RETURNS:

Respondent is ordered to pay all debts unknown to Petitioner, AND

No other orders and relief relating to property or debt is required.

c.
Each party is in possession of his or her separate property and Petitioner must pay his separate debt, and Respondent must pay her separate debt. 

d.
This Decree can be used as a transfer of title and can be recorded.    The parties have transferred all real and personal property as of 4/27/00.

e.
For previous calendar years, the parties will file separate federal and state income tax returns.  AND, This calendar year and continuing thereafter, each party will file separate federal and state income tax returns.

8.    FINAL APPEALABLE ORDER.  Pursuant to Arizona Rules of Civil Procedure, Rule 58, this final judgment/decree is settled, approved and signed by the court and shall be entered by the clerk.

1. OTHER ORDERS: Venue for future conflict, or emergency hearing requests, if any, arising out of the orders of this court shall remain in Maricopa County Superior Court, unless a change of venue is agreed to, in advance by both parties in writing.  Respondent and Petitioner will provide each other with certified copies of all birth, social security, and health records in their possession of the children. Both parents will have access to all school, health, and government records of the children, and both parents and the holder of records will cooperate with each other to make these records of the children available to each other. In the event of serious injury or health problems of either child, the custodial parent will immediately notify the other parent.  Information on the official birth record of Gloria Louis Watton, shall be corrected by the department of health and vital statistics to read: Gloria Louis Burien (Watton), Father: Walter J. Burien, Jr.  Both Respondent and Petitioner shall not talk in a defamatory or negative manner about the other parent to, or in front of the children. Nor shall the Respondent or Petitioner allow or expose the children to any other party that talks in a defamatory or negative manner about the other parent to or in front of the children. Both parents are to cooperate with each other in the best interests of the children.
