COMES NOW,  Walter J. Burien, Jr., requesting that the court sign the requested order of the court for the following good cause;
1. On July 11th 2000, Petitioner’s wife gave birth to Petitioner’s 2nd child at the Yavapai Regional Medical Center, located in Prescott, Arizona. The newborn child being Petitioner’s child as testified under oath by Respondent at the three previous hearings held before the court.

2. Petitioner became aware of the birth of his child, a daughter, Gloria Louise Burien (Watton) on July 12th 2000, after receiving a telephone call from a Child Protective Services (CPS) case worker, Merle Carver,  who was acting on a CPS concern complaint lodged from the attending Pediatrician who delivered the child, expressing his concerns that the mother was questionable as to her abilities to take care of the child. The CPS case worker said that the mother would not be released from the hospital with the child pending the recommendations of CPS and he asked me if I wished to take care of the child.  I stated to him that I would like to take care of my newborn child especially in light of the fact that the mother adamantly refuses to breast feed the  child, but I wanted the mother to have the opportunity to take care of the child as long as the child’s health and safety could be assured. On July 13th 2000, the CPS case worker arranged for the mother to receive at her parent’s house, frequent “at risk home nurse visits”. The mother and child were then released from the hospital upon clearance from the CPS caseworker at 2:30 p.m. on July 13th 2000.  I saw my child briefly at 2:15 p.m. that day for about 10 minutes.

3. On June 5th 2000, Hon. Judge Barbara Rodriguez Mundel, signed orders of the court including this newborn child under the jurisdiction of the court in this case and appointed John G. Schaus, guardian ad litem over the child.

4. Petitioner has full custody of the first child to the parties of this action, John Joseph Burien, DOB 7/08/99. Supervised visitation for the mother was initially ordered by the court to take place in Tempe, Arizona, every other Saturday from 8 a.m. until 3 p.m.. Petitioner subsequently agreed,  for the convenience of the mother, to have visitation take place in Prescott, Arizona. Petitioner’s verifiable record of compliance by the mother with the court orders for visitation is attached to this pleading and marked PETITIONER’S EXHIBIT (1), and is incorporated here as if stated in full.

5. Petitioner was not notified by the mother as to the birth of his child nor has the mother attempted to communicate with Petitioner in over 5 weeks. Petitioner requires visitation with his newborn child and wishes the mother to responsibly exercise current court ordered visitation with her son. 

FOR THE FOREGOING REASONS  Petitioner requests the following be entered by Expedited ORDER of the court;

1. That Respondent, Debbie C. Burien (Watton) be ordered by the court to facilitate visitation of the new born child with the father at the same time and location as she is currently ordered by the court to have visitation with her son, John Joseph Burien, every other Saturday from 8:00 a.m. until 3:00 p.m. commencing as of Saturday,  August 5th 2000, or in the alternative if the court sees fit, and can grant this request earlier, Saturday, July 22nd 2000.

2. That if the mother, Debbie C. Burien (Watton), continues to default on visitation ordered by the court towards seeing her son and towards not facilitating visitation between the Father’s newborn child, custody of the child Gloria Louise Burien (Watton) DOB 7/11/00, will be granted by order of the court to the father, Walter J. Burien, Jr.
