 COMPLAINT FOR DAMAGES AND OTHER RELIEF

 Claimant, Walter J. Burien, Jr., states that the facts contained herein are true and correct to the best of Claimant's first hand knowledge and belief under penalty of perjury pursuant to the Law of The State of Arizona.

 1. Comes now Walter J. Burien, Jr., an Inhabitant whose liberties are protected under the constitution and laws of the organic republic established by way of the Constitution ordained by the People of The State of Arizona,  AD 1889 and further protected by the guarantees of liberty enumerated and unenumerated in the Constitution ordained by the people of the several united States of America, AD 1789-91, as purviewed through Article in Amendment XIV thereto and Article I § 2 of the Constitution ordained by the people for The State of Arizona, AD 1889.

 2. To be filed and served separately, and incorporated herein by reference, is a Memorandum in Support of Claimant's claims.

 AUTHORITY

 3. The Claimant, Walter J. Burien, Jr., brings this Petition for Redress in his own name, and under his own authority as retained at Article 10 in Amendment to the constitution of the several united States of America as purviewed through Article I § 2 of the constitution of The State of Arizona, AD 1889, and as retained at Article I § 1 of the constitution for The State of Arizona.

 4. The Claimant, on his own authority, expressly grants the court(s) established by the authority of the people through the constitution of the several united States of America at Article III jurisdiction to hear Claimant's claims.

 5. The Claimant brings this action to claim damages incurred by the Claimant as the result of unlawful acts, and failure(s) to act, by the  party(s) named and identified as Defendants. The acts, and failure(s) to act are claimed to be acts under color of law and without lawful authority.

 6. The Claimant brings this action directly into the courts established at Article III of the Constitution ordained by the people of the several united States of America as Claimant is denied access to any court of the judicial department of a republican form of government at Arizona by Defendants.

 7. Claimant brings this action to the national court(s) under the requirement at Article IV § 4 of the Constitution ordained by the people of the several united States of America that the national government guarantee the inhabitants of the several republic members of the national union  access to a republican form of government, in this case a judicial tribunal operating under the guarantee(s) of the constitutions of The State of Arizona and of the several united States of America.

 8. Claimant has exhausted all administrative remedies available to Claimant  by making demand that the Defendants disclose the nature and cause of the action which has caused Claimant damages and the Defendants have repeatedly admitted that they can identify no lawful authority under which the defendants act, and respond by knowingly and intentionally causing  Claimant further damages.

 9. Claimant cannot find, nor have Defendants provided to Claimant, any evidence or other reason to believe that Defendants are operating under any lawfully constituted state or corporate authority.

 DEFINITIONS

 10. The definitions which apply to this instrument and all further process in the above captioned action are attached hereto as Attachment "A" hereto and incorporated herein by reference as if fully reproduced herein.

 CLAIMS

 11. The Claimant, Walter J. Burien, Jr., claims the acts, and failure(s) to act are a matter of policy and custom, and a part of a pattern and practice of criminal racketeering activities by the Defendants and others under color of law through the creation of a fictitious organization through which the Defendants, and others, have stolen the identity of the republic, The State of Arizona, and routinely deprive the inhabitants of Arizona of life, liberty, and property without due process of law and under color of law.

 12. Claimant Claims that Defendants operated under color of law and without any lawful state or corporate authority, in the substantive capacity of a corporation(s) sole, for which the beneficiary participants are personally liable without any governmental or corporate immunity.

 13. Claimant Claims that Defendants have under color of law and without any lawful authority restrained the Inhabitant's protected liberty to the right of a republican form of government causing Claimant damages.

 14. Claimant Claims that Defendants have under color of law and without any lawful authority restrained the Inhabitant's protected liberty to the right to be free from involuntary servitude causing Claimant damages.

 15. Claimant Claims that Defendants have under color of law and without any lawful authority restrained the Inhabitant's protected liberty to the right to be free from prosecution for an infamous (imprisonable) offense without presentment or indictment of a grand jury causing Claimant Damages.

 16. Claimant Claims that Defendants have under color of law and without any lawful authority restrained the Inhabitant's protected liberty to the right to be free from prosecution without disclosure of the nature and cause of the action, including but not limited to disclosure of the venue and substantive system of law under which the court is convened, the identity and capacity of the complaining party, and the exact nexus of relationship between the complaining party and the inhabitant prosecuted upon which an action may lie causing Claimant damages.

 17. Claimant Claims that Defendants have under color of law and without any lawful authority restrained the Inhabitant's protected liberty to the right to be free from seizure without lawful process causing Claimant Damages.

 18. Claimant Claims that Defendants have under color of law and without any lawful authority restrained the Inhabitant's protected liberty to the right to be free from taking of property (monies, photographs {digital or otherwise}, fingerprints, etc.) without due process of law causing Claimant damages.

 19. Claimant Claims that Defendants have under color of law and without any lawful authority restrained the Inhabitant's protected liberty to the right to effective assistance of counsel in an action purporting to be a legal proceeding causing Claimant damages.

 20. Claimant Claims that Defendants have under color of law and withoutany lawful authority restrained the Inhabitant's protected liberty to the right to not have contracts impaired causing Claimant damages.

 21. Claimant Claims that Defendants have under color of law and without any lawful authority restrained the Inhabitant's protected liberty to the

right to exercise the powers retained by the People of the several united States of America at Article X in amendment to the constitution ordained by the People of the several united States of America, AD 1789-91, and further as retained at Article I § 1 of the constitution ordained by the People for The State of Arizona, AD 1889 causing Claimant damages.

 22. Claimant claims pecuniary damages in the amount of one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000.00) for each instance of false arrest under color of law and without lawful process. There having been three separate instances of false arrest of Claimant, to date Claimant Claims $300,000.00 in damages for false arrest.

 23. Claimant claims pecuniary damages in the amount of two hundred fifty thousand dollars ($250,000.00) per each day Claimant was in actual physical custody in a holding cell and /or jail under color of law and without lawful authority. There having been three separate days in which unlawful imprisonment occurred, to date Claimant claims $750,000.00 in damages for unlawful imprisonment's.

 24. Claimant claims pecuniary damages in the amount of one million dollars (1,000,000.00) per each incident of Claimant being compelled to the involuntary servitude of making "appearance" at the false "court" established as the enterprise "Yavapai County District Court, Federal Way Division". There having been, to date, two such instances of involuntary servitude, Claimant claims $2,000,000.00 in damages for involuntary servitude.

 25. Claimant claims pecuniary damages in the amount of ten thousand dollars ($10,000.00) per day for every day Claimant's liberty and /or property is restrained. The restraint of Claimant's liberties having begun on January 24, 2000 AD, there being eight (8) days of restraint in January, 2000 AD, the restraint of liberty continuing each of the twenty nine (29) days of February, 2000 AD, the restraint of liberty continuing through the thirty one (31) days of March, 2000 AD, and to date, continuing through twenty eight (28) days of April, 2000 AD, Claimant claims not less than nine hundred sixty thousand dollars ($960,000.00) in damages for daily restraint of liberty.

 26. Claimant claims miscellaneous damages in the amount of forty thousand dollars ($40,000.00).

 27. Claimant claims punitive damages consistent with civil RICO damages, of not less than twelve million dollars ($12,000,000.00).

 28. The total claims accumulated through the date of filing are sixteen million dollars ($16,000,000.00).

 REMEDY AND RELIEF

 29. Claimant requests the court award general damages in the amount of four million dollars ($4,000,000.00) in favor of Claimant. Such award to be first taken from any bond and /or sureties therefore under which said defendants may operate through the corporation(s) sole as named, or as may be discovered during the pendancy of the proceedings.

 30. Claimant requests the court award punitive damages consistent with civil RICO damages in the amount of twelve million dollars ($12,000,000.00) in favor of Claimant. Such award to be first taken from any personal assets of the named Defendant participants in the corporation(s) sole, and any amount not covered thereby be taken from the collective assets held in the name(s) of the several corporation(s) sole through which Defendants operate.

 31. Claimant requests the court issue a permanent injunction against Defendants prohibiting the Defendants from doing business in any name which includes the words "State", "County", "City", or "Court", inclusive of all variations thereof such as abbreviations or changes to upper case letters, or any other name, title, or terminology which is routinely used to denote any governmental authority.

 32. Claimant requests the court make any person in violation of the injunction subject to immediate arrest by any person recognized or authorized under the constitutions and laws of The State of Arizona or the several united States of America as authorized to make an arrest, and directing such person to bring the arrested Defendant before the court to show cause why the Defendant should not be held in contempt of the court.

 If no judge of the court is immediately available, such arrested Defendant is to be placed in the custody of the United States Marshal subject to bail or bond in an amount of ten thousand dollars ($10,000.00) per person arrested.
