Subject: COMPLAINT
On December 15th 1999 a hearing was held before Judge Howard Hinson case No. DO991131.

The order of protection issued through this case lead to the unlawful abduction the evening of December 8th 1999 of the Defendant’s 5 month old son: John Joseph Burien, as claimed by the father, who had lawful custody of the child when the Order of Protection was signed by Judge Hinson. The Order of Protection clearly stated on it’s face that it was “Not a custody or visitation order” and in fact a request for an order for the Prescott Police to take the child was scratched out within the order. Additionally Debbie C. Burien stated it in writing on the order that she was my wife and that we were married on December 5th 1998.

A primary issue before the court was the standing marriage of the parties to the case as validated by the Covenant of Marriage dated and notarized on December 5th 1998 and provided to the court verifying the consummating of the marriage by common law, as being binding on the state of Arizona and the county of Yavapai between: Walter J. Burien, Jr. and Debbie C. Burien.

Pursuant to extensive testimony and official documentation provided to the court, the court made the following findings and orders as recorded in the court reporter minutes of December 15th 1999, page 3 item 6, “The Marriage of the parties is deemed valid by the Court;”.  And under item 7, removed the contact restrictions  between father and son “The order of Protection is MODIFIED to allow the Respondent to have interaction with the Parties minor child;”

On January 11th 2000 Judge Hinson made an entry change of his prior findings and orders of December 15th 1999 into the record of this case stating that on page 3, item 6, that the marriage was not an issue and the court makes no findings towards this mater.

Orders and findings of the court from the hearing of December 15th 1999 were arbitrarily changed by Judge Hinson on January 11th 2000 without a hearing by his court to reverse the findings of December 15th 1999 or without any due process whatsoever in this matter.  This flagrant entry must be corrected immediately on and for the court record in this case.

The obvious tactic to enter a change on January 11th 2000 to the official findings of the court from the hearing of December 15th 1999 without hearing or due process in this matter when the issue of unlawful abduction was brought before the court is irreprehensible and hits of conspiratorial motives in protecting the Prescott Police from liability for their unlawful abduction of my son and needs to be immediately corrected. The Police justified their unlawful abduction of my son on December 8th 1999 using the presumption on their part that the parties were not married which was totally contrary, to written statements on December 8th 1999 by: Debbie C. Burien, communications by them between: Walter J. Burien, Jr. and the recorded with the Yavapai County Recorder: Covenant of Marriage dated and notarized on December 5th 1998

It is also noted in the court record in this case that Debbie C. Burien failed to appear before or contact the court for the hearing of December 15th 1999 before Judge Hinson DO991131 or appear at a hearing scheduled before DIV 5 case No. DO20000002 on January 7, 2000.
