It was a pleasure talking to you yesterday. As we discussed, I operate a small business, CEVI. The income requirements established by DES for coverage of my son, John Joseph when looking at daily corporate records can be confusing. To simplify this matter I disclosed that that the corporation, a New Jersey corporation, owns the mobile home located at 554 Copper Basin Rd. #11. This 1958 mobile home was purchased by the corporation in 1993 for $1,500.00. The vehicle I drive is a 1980 Chevy van which is in the corporations name and was purchased in New Jersey by the corporation for $175.00.

When you return from Flagstaff, as we discussed, I will have copies to present to you of my Federal Government means testing for medical benefits I receive at the VA Hospital located in Prescott, Arizona. The means testing records will be from 1993 until present. The VA to determine eligibility, requires an affidavit from the recipient as to annual income. The reported income is then verified by the federal government by examination of tax returns, corporate tax records, bank accounts, etc. from information obtained from within the federal governments national data banks and their access to state records.  From 1993 to present I have qualified based on personal income to receive benefits under the Red Team which is full coverage with no co-pay.  I will also have my personal and corporate tax records 1993-2000, and my company’s checking account statements 1998 – May 2000 for yours and the assigned case worker Karen’s review if requested. 

I have qualified since 1993 to receive financial assistance from numerous DES state programs but in the past declined assistance, and worked at taking care of all personal needs by keeping a very low overhead and being quite frugal with my spending. For, and in consideration of my son, John Joseph, based on my limited personal income, I request the umbrella of a medical co-pay insurance plan be offered to him in the event my son is subject to an unforeseen medical emergency, or requires a physicians care.

The corporation, CEVI, from it’s operations is currently and for the last 5 years at a negative cash flow. My income has been at a negative for over 5 years primarily due to great personal hardship caused myself and corporation in my efforts to protect my first born child Allyson Arrowwood – DOB 12/06/95. To simplify the above mentioned points of hardship,  I have attached to this correspondence a copy of a court pleading entitled; Father’s Parenting Exerted, filed with the Yavapai Superior Court case No. DO 95-0538 on July 21st 1998 and Notice To The Court of Deposit Account, filed with the court on 6/22/00.   On June 16th 2000, a hearing was held Yavapai Superior court Case No. DO 95-0538 at the request of CSSA representing the Arizona state agency of  DES. CSSA was claiming $9,250.00 from me under the threat of jail, revocation of drivers and business licenses. This dollar amount being claimed by CSSA for child support of my daughter Allyson since 1998 to present. The amount demanded by CSSA being three times more than my combined net worth and in excess of my entire personal income of three years. I three weeks ago requested from several of my personal contacts for assistance and one graciously allocated $10,000.00 of his money for the hearing of 6/16/00. As noted from the hearing, an account was established in the amount of $9,000.00 on trust deposit with the US Attorney’s office pending an investigation relevant to fraud and criminal misconduct surrounding the actions of CSSA representing DES and the court pertaining to Yavapai case number DO 95-0538 and DES ATTLAS # 0000527750-01. 

I have not seen my daughter Allyson for two an a half years  until recently for 5 minutes on June 20th 2000. She was in poor physical and emotional condition.  The mother Robin Arrowwood – DOB 1/21/57 and my daughter, were living isolated in the woods off Walker Rd in Prescott with the children. I requested that the Yavapai Sheriff do a welfare check on my daughter the afternoon of June 21st 2000. The Yavapai Sheriff upon locating the camp ½ mile back in the woods did not find my daughter or Robin Arrowwood, but found Ms. Arrowwood’s 13 year old daughter Lindsey Nicole Arrowwood. The  male she was with, a Brian E. Fasel – DOB 6/18/54 was placed under arrest for an outstanding warrant for felony theft and CPS was called by the Deputy Sheriff to take charge of the 13 year old. The deputy Sheriff was unable to give me any information as to the condition, or as to what became of, my daughter Allyson being that the matter was turned over to CPS that afternoon.

If you have any questions, please call me upon your return from Flagstaff.  I request that you share the information I have provided to you with Karen, the assigned case worker from your office. Thanking you in advance;
