Per our conversation of 6/26/00, I brought forward to your attention the following;

1. On 6/09/00 I applied for reinstatement of medical AHCCCS assistance for my son; John Joseph Burien, DOB 7/08/99, which was terminated on 5/30/00, prior AHCCCS  # A34752147 002, of which my wife had applied for and secured.  Case number: 01220061 was assigned by your office per my request for reinstatement.

2.  I met with case worker Karen Oss by appointment on 6/14/00. All requested documentation for determining eligibility requirements for medical coverage of my son that Ms. Oss requested were satisfied excluding Ms. Oss’s request of me for a daily accounting sheet of expenses vs. income. I had available my annual tax statements both personal and for my company CEVI, with all receipts from clients, and present check statements which reflect expenses going back three years. Ms Oss refused to look at any documentation I brought and which was available to her which showed my income, expenses, or tax records saying the agency did not take into account tax records, nor did she have the time or understanding to review my paper work which is conclusive, specific and precise as to my income. Her request for a daily income vs. cost to be validated would require the documentation I made available to her on the 14th. If I requested an accountant to go through the daily documentation in an effort to comply with her request, the accountant would charge me at least $800, of which I do not have. 

3. My current  checking account balance is $52 and my son is without medical coverage assured to him by state assistance programs, of which he clearly qualifies for based on my personal income.

4. I touched grounds with you on 6/26/00, requesting your assistance as supervisor of the Prescott, Arizona Office so that the documentation presented earlier to Ms. Oss could be evaluated in a competent manner by your office. I also offered to get a copy of my VA Federal Means test results from 1993 until the year 2000, of which said Means testing verified my personal income and is used by the VA in determining  my receiving VA medical benefits. 

5. On 7/02/00, I received a DENIED notice Case No. 01220061 with it noted denied being that I failed to verify income. Nothing could be further from the truth. I supplied all available information necessary to verify my income and based on my having a negative corporate income status, the case worker was at a loss to understand my corporate structure and did not want to take the time to look at the original records available to her to verify my statements to her as to my income.

6. As noted in my letter of 6/27/00 to you,  CSSA representing  DES, ATTLAS # 0000527750-01, over the last 5 years has intentionally refused to base their findings on my income, and have maliciously pursued collection of revenue over that time period outside of  established state and federal guidelines. CSSA’s actions, representing DES in violation of state and federal statutes has lead to investigation and probable future indictment by the US Attorney’s office against CSSA for violating state and federal racketeering statutes and deprivation of civil rights. I hope the DENIAL action of 6/30/00, by your office was done in oversight contrary to established guidelines determined by state and federal statute, and not in some way intertwined with the racketeering being perpetuated by CSSA and the Yavapai superior court as noted above and as outlined in my letter of 6/27/00.  AHCCCS is a federally funded program coming under federal authority for administrative disciplinary action.

I have attached to this communication a copy of my verified Federal VA Means test results from 1993 until present of which were officially signed by the keeper of records for the VA, containing 13 pages.  My personal income is shown from 1993 until present. I request no personal medical assistance for myself being that I qualify for VA coverage based on my verified income, but I do request for immediate medical coverage for my son. The DES denial notice #M200, dated 6/30/00 is also attached to this communication of which I signed the back requesting a fair hearing for medical coverage for my son, and my request that benefits continue while awaiting the hearing decision. 

I hope the Federal Means test results now provided to you and your office of DES will alleviate any further delay in allowing for the requested medical assistance coverage of my son.  As offered and made available previously, if you or one of your case workers would like to review my corporate and personal records,  I will make them available for review once again.
