                                       The attached pleading and “Exhibit 1” was filed with the Yavapai Superior court yesterday, February 7th 2000.  

The information contained in “Exhibit 1” is a chronology of events since the abduction of my son, John Joseph.  Please become familiar with the information and circumstances contained and disclosed therein.

The hearing tomorrow before Judge Mundell requires immediate and definitive orders of the court so that my son can be put under the protective custody of his father by court order.  Additionally required is for the order of the court to direct law enforcement and the state department of DES – CPS to cooperate in accomplishing compliance/service of the custody Orders issued by the court. 

Any delay in the issuance of these orders coming from the hearing tomorrow would cause irreparable harm to my son and my abilities to protect him.  My wife’s last address in Lake Havasu City is vacant.  I have gotten recent feedback in the last several days that she will imminently leave the state of Arizona with my son, if she has not already done so. 

Please be prepared tomorrow to accomplish the objectives at hand.  My reliance in your competent abilities as attorney and prior judge will be tested tomorrow in court.  The outcome for immediate, enforceable and effective orders of the court coming from the hearing tomorrow is crucial.
