On February 28th 2000 I obtained a custody order from the Maricopa Superior Court and picked up my son in Yuma, Arizona on that day. I stood 3 feet from my wife and did not recognize her. She was in bad shape. My son, I took to Good Samaritan Hospital in Phoenix the evening I picked him up. He had a severely flattened back of the head. He also had a eye, nose, ear and lung infection. He was put on amoxicillin for ten days.

The information contained in the Statement of March 17th 2000 marked “Exhibit A” is that of my wife, Debbie C. Burien (Watton). She dictated it to me at my office and I put it into my pleading format. The statement and attached Notice / Motion was filed with the Yavapai Superior Court on 3/20/2000.  Judge Hinson, to date has ignored my wife’s notice / pleading and has left the order of protection standing.

Additionally enclosed is my Motion to Quash and Notice of Tort and Claimed Damages filed on 2/7/00. I left off the Exhibit, my statement of 1/27/00 being that I sent you that on a prior communication.
