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Roger:

Per our conversation this morning I would like to note the points we covered so as not to be omitted with the court.

Judge Roberts retires on 10/31/01. Judge Udahl will take Judge Robert’s caseload to be heard out of Phoenix.  Current hearing dates are being scheduled for January of 2002.

Prior issues requested of the court from 5 months ago of which Respondent is in default are:

A. (Dated 05/01/01 filed 5/03/01 request #3 page 2, lines 7 –9)  Custody of Gloria Louis Burien (Watton) is granted to the father pending trial before the court. (Filed 5/09/01 page 2, line 14) Custody of both children is awarded to the father and both children shall reside with the father in Mesa, Arizona.

B.  (Filed 5/09/01 page 2, lines 9 – 11) Monthly court ordered visitation take place at: Parenting Skills Services – 2131 E. Broadway Rd.  Tempe, Arizona – Tel. 480 967-6895, commencing as of [SNIP]

The respondent is in clear default, and WhiteHead and associates can not plead ignorance as to pending requests for orders, thus the court must grant the requested orders on an expedited basis without waiting for a 20 day response time. The mother has disregarded any attempts to facilitate visitation or for communications to accomplish that end.  If appropriate, and only if it would not cause a delay or violate the current standing of Respondent’s default, I would request pending trial that visitation be limited to day visitation on a Saturday from 9 a.m. until 5 p.m. overseen by Parenting Skills Services and backed by an order of the court to all law enforcement of the state of Arizona in the event the mother does not return the children by the scheduled time.

What was asked of the court in the two enclosed was asked several other times as well in other pleadings, but two are enough to accomplish the purposes of acquiring the requested orders. It should stipulate that the mother will bring Gloria to Parenting Skills Services on x date by x time or an arrest warrant will be issued for her arrest and the child secured by law enforcement and immediately delivered to the father.
