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Mr. Roger Smith:

On Thursday, October 18th 2001, I came to your office at 11: 00 a.m. per a scheduled appointment at the request of Summer Smith, your wife and office assistant, to address the issues surrounding YAV JD 2001-0024 and MAR DO 2000-090543.

Summer, approached me at the front reception area stating that you would not be representing my interests in YAV JD 2001-0024, and you would be withdrawing from MAR DO 2000-090543. She also at that time presented me with a drafted letter to that effect.

This caught me by surprise, and upset me greatly. Being that I only met Summer several days earlier, and was conducting business with you under clearly stated terms from our first meeting, I was at a loss to respond to her. 

I stated to her that she was not privy to our conversations from the past. She told me in no uncertain terms, that what you said didn’t matter, and that she ran the office, and what she said was the final office policy. She stated she wanted more money, the $3,800 allocated at present was not enough. She started throwing out figures of $7,000 past due on the Maricopa action, $5,000 up front for the Yavapai JD action. 

I then left your office, and within five minutes returned. Summer seemed to focus on getting more money in yours and her behalf, and that probability could be arranged by contact with my backer from the east coast, of whom you are aware.  The receptionist at my request asked Summer to come up front again. Upon her arrival, I informed her that my contact could arrange for more money to be transferred to you being that I had already allocated my existing personal revenue to you. She did not seem interested in getting paid more. She again reiterated that, what you said didn’t matter, and that she ran the office, and what she said was the final office policy, and she did not want me as a client. Per my children being in danger, her reply was;” those are your children, not my children.” So she could care less. You may want to put a disclaimer forthright in your dealings with existing or future clients as to who they are truly conducting business with in your office. Or, Summer may wish to get her membership to the Arizona Bar activated so that she can prosecute your cases.

As of the first day of our meeting, I told you I could allocate a total of $10,000 for both the YAV and MAR court actions to accomplish obtaining final court orders in line with the objectives at hand to protect both my and my children’s interests. I additionally gave you a full brief and provided the documentation in the first week of our meeting that established both cases to be somewhat complicated and having strong political opposition towards my and my children’s interests. (6 years of active criminal misconduct from the judiciary and attorneys surrounding these court actions)

Currently, no hearing has been set or order granted in my or my children’s behalf in 5 months. As I mentioned in our last conversation, Steve Porak, who originally referred me to you, had approached me last month with getting another attorney being that your involvement had not resulted with additional positive outcomes excluding the Special Action originally filed by you that maintained venue in the Maricopa County court, and that there was a lack of definitive or any court orders or hearings in meeting or protecting my or my children’s interests five months later were having a detrimental effect on my life, livelihood, and actually endangering my children. I told Steve, and then you at our last meeting that I thought you may be hesitant to buck the corruption coming out of Yavapai County, but I had confidence in you that you would get into line and protect my interests and the interests of my children as was the goal set coming from our first meeting.

It is now obvious to me as of my contact with Summer on 10/18/01, that my confidence was unfounded, and my interest and my children’s are now in severe jeopardy. 

Urgent matters are pending in both cases and it is essential that they be addressed. Being that your office will not pursue my and my children’s legal objectives, and all issues have remained outstanding for the last 4 months that now have allowed White Head and Associates to get a foot hold, YAV DO 2001-0577, in changing venue to Yavapai County of which if to occur would be extremely hazardous to my and my children’s safety, I must deal with the matters at hand personally.

Please leave a copy of my case file in your possession at the front reception area office. All relevant matters involving the courts, communications from any party to the court actions,  and us should be present. I will pick it up today to review what action has or has not been taken by you, so that I can personally take action with the courts to protect my interests and the interests of my children. Any delay in providing these records to me would be very detrimental. 

Please contact me and let me know when the records will be at the front desk for pickup by myself.
