1. The Father will  have full Legal and Physical custody of his son as of 2/28/2000.

2. The child is to be brought to a Hospital by the Father on 2/28/2000 for the child to have a complete medical checkup, and the report from said examination will be provided to the court.

3. The address of the Father will be maintained strictly confidential by the court.

4. The court recommends that both parent participate with the Maricopa Court Conciliation Services offered at no charge to the parents at 222 E. Javelina Ave., Mesa, AZ  by Caryn L. Wagner, MC. Tel. (602) 506-2300

5. Visitation of the child with the mother will be conducted through Expedited Visitation Services of Tempe, AZ, located at Broadway Rd., with the cost charged by the service being shared equally by both parents. Visitation will be alternating weekends, from 9 am to 7 pm on Saturday and 9 am to 7 pm on Sunday, with the first two weekend visitations being supervised. If the child is not returned by the Mother from scheduled visitation, without good cause being given to the court, an arrest warrant will be issued for the Mother.

6. Expedited Visitation Services of Tempe will provide a monthly written report to the court as to the cooperativeness of both parents in facilitating visitation of the child.

7. An order of protection is issued by the court requiring  that the mother will have no contact with the father or the child except as necessary to accomplish scheduled visitation with the child.  The  Mother may call the Father by phone twice a week. Contact between the Mother and Father is allowed only if the terms of that contact are agreed to in writing by the Father and provided to the court in advance of the agreed contact.

8. The court will review the physical and emotional progress of the child in three months.

9. The child shall not be taken by the Mother from the State of Arizona.

10. The Mother during visitation will not expose her child to an environment of Alcohol consumption, drug abuse or criminal elements. 

11.  The Mother will provide to the court and to the Father, with a copy of a doctor’s monthly progress  report and ultrasound readings of the pregnancy that is currently of five months duration. The Father is to be immediately notified if labor commences or if medical problems are discovered in this pregnancy.
