4. On December 13th 1999, Judge Howard D. Hinson Denied THE EXTRAORDINARY WRIT OF HABEAS CORPUS. 

5. On December 14th 1999 at 9:30 AM, Relator lodged an Application for the Extraordinary Writ of Habeas Corpus with the clerk of the Arizona Court of Appeals at Phoenix and requested an EX PARTE  hearing for the granting of  Writ. The Arizona court of Appeals filing clerk would only accept the request as a Special Action. A fee of $140 was paid and the clerk assigned the matter as Special Action No. 1 CA-SA 99-0274 to be considered for action by the Presiding Judge Michael D. Ryan .   

6. At 3:30 PM December 14th 1999, Judge Michael D. Ryan issued an ORDER denying Relator’s request for THE EXTRAORDINARY WRIT OF HABEAS CORPUS with no hearing, ex parte or otherwise. A true copy of the ORDER and application by affidavit is attached and marked “EXHIBIT II” to be by reference incorporated here for all purposes.

7. Relator has reason to believe that the Applicant JOHN JOSEPH BURIEN, Relator’s son, five months of age,  is at immediate risk of life threatening nature.
8. The nature, cause and facts surrounding this Application for the Extraordinary Writ of Habeas Corpus may be found in Exhibit I, attached hereto and incorporated here for all purposes.
