May 27th 2000 –  Father – No Show as ordered – Father attending the death and the funeral of his mother in his home state of New Jersey – In New Jersey from 5/22/00 returns to Arizona 6/07/00

June 10th 2000 -   Mother – No Show as ordered – arrives at: 12:05 p.m. leaves 12:07 p.m. at the request of the Father, with Father giving the Mother $10.00 asking her to pick up something from the store, and requesting her to return no later than 1:30 p.m. Mother does not return for visitation or to return the $10.00 given to her by the father. On June 12th 2000 the Mother filed a complaint with the Prescott Police claiming Father was in default of visitation on 6/10/00. The matter was turned over to the city Prosecutors office. Findings from the Glenn Savona from the city prosecutors office was that the Father was not in contempt of court orders, but the Mother in fact was in contempt of the court orders for not complying with the scheduled times; 8:00 a.m. until 3:00 p.m. No action was taken by Mr. Savona against the Father, but may proceed against the Mother if she continues non-compliance with the orders of the court for visitation.

June 24th  2000 - Mother – No Show as ordered –.

NOTE: From 3/28/00 until June 24th 2000, the Mother telephoned the Father on two occasions to confirm visitation, that being the morning of April 29th 2000 and on May 26th 2000, and reached the Father in New Jersey the day of his Mother’s funeral, saying she expected visitation the following morning. Visitation did not occur the following day as noted above.    Since May 13th 2000 the mother has refused to accept or return the Fathers telephone calls to facilitate scheduled court ordered visitation.

Copy Provided to the Prescott Police Department on: 6/24/00 at 10:30 a.m.  by FAX and hand delivered to the responding officer at 11:30 a.m. The Father called the Prescott Police at 10:25 a.m. to report the Mother’s No Show and non-compliance with court ordered visitation.

To allow for additional contact between Mother and child the Father offered the Mother as of  5/27/00, to the Mother the opportunity to stop by at any other time outside of court ordered visitation to see the child. Mother avails herself of this offer on one occasion, 6/09/00 from 3:30 p.m. to 4:30 p.m. The Mother stopped by the Park where the Father’s office was at least 20 times since 5/27/00 on other matters without stopping by the Father’s office to see the child.
