Mr. Watterson:

WORK

1. On 02/14/07, I put forward a request to the viewers of my website, CAFR1.com to start paying to assist the site and WJB as the publisher / maintainer, and the results have been not great, but OK. Since 02/14/07 until this time, $2,914 was paid, or almost $600 per month on average. The accounting of those payments to me can be viewed online at: http://CAFR1.com/BOW.html My budget during the same time period can be viewed at: http://CAFR1.com/OPF.html (both links are case sensitive)

2. For the last five months, one of my main focuses has been to revive my futures trading for several of my associates, whereby I could receive a Consulting Fee when I return monies to them from profitable trading activities. I charge 25% from the amount sent back as my Consulting Fee. 

a. Futures trading was my primary profession on and off for 30 years, with it being my main profession from 1978 – 1992. A partial listing of my Federal registrations in the futures industry can be viewed at: http://www.nfa.futures.org/basicnet/Details.aspx?entityid=0035029&rn=Y          

    I note that NFA was established in 1981 and it’s records start there. Prior to that time, my records were kept by the http://CFTC.gov , a Federal Agency. 

b. I am working towards establishing 5 to 7 of my associates with accounts, and upon generating enough Consulting Fee revenue to due so, I will be reactivating my Commodity Trading Advisor (CTA) – registration with the CFTC and then I will be able to advertise and attract a Clientele of maybe fifty or greater. 

c. As of this month, this activity has been fruitful. A consulting fee of $2,500 was paid at the end of May 2007 upon myself generating a $10,000 profit for one of the associates I trade for. I showed you a daily account statement from his account mid month when I was in your office. At that time, his original account balance of $20,000 was a little over $23,000. You asked if you could speak with him to confirm he was paying me a consulting fee, and I said he would not have a problem with that. I checked with him and he said he would talk with you if you wished to do so as long as you kept his name and address confidential to yourself. 

d. This associate was the prior President of a large Oil company and back in the 80’s managed a two billion dollar pension fund. If I do well for him, he will refer to me much business. 

e. The project of Stanley Fasteners of Denver Colorado, as I mentioned previously will be a web based venture for me. I have been assigned the Phoenix Metro area and can get credit for all orders that come from Arizona. I will be using my ISP server to mirror StanleyFasteners.com whereby I will have a shopping cart for orders place. Those orders will then be forwarded to Stanley Fasteners for processing and I will receive my sales agent credit as specified on the contract I gave you a copy of and have a definitive record of the business I generate for them. To set up the web site on my ISP, they have quoted me a cost of $1,200 to do so. I will be allocating that amount from my trading consulting fees. My current expectation for getting the mirrored site up and running is by the end of June 2007. Then upon promotion of the site on the web, it should start being productive for me. 

RESIDENCE

Case CR#2006-012553-001 is an Interstate Compact transfer from NJ. The event that led to probation from NJ was triggered when my seven-year old son John was taken from me on November 23rd 2005 in violation of a standing Arizona court order of custody with the father. 

I left Arizona in September of 2005 so that I and my son could have an extended visit with my aging 81 year old father who lived in East Brunswick, NJ, I had been a resident of Saint Johns, AZ for three years prior. When I returned from NJ on probation, I was going to initially return to Saint Johns, AZ, but this was not practical for me. My son and other children were in Prescott, (a five hour drive) the cost for living on my land in Saint Johns, was beyond my reach after the situation in NJ drained over $18,000 in my and other individuals funds that supported me in resolving the matter. 

After expending $1,600 in gas money to travel from NJ to AZ in my 30ft 1978 motor home that gets 6 miles to the gallon, I arrived in AZ with $300 cash. It was winter and in Saint Johns, AZ, it would cost me about $1,200 per month during the winter to maintain my residency there. My best and most practical choice that I made, was to offer a friend I have known for 15 years, Marlene Foust who lived at 4375 W. Missouri space 103, Glendale, AZ $100 per month to park and live out of my motor home parked on her RV deck next to her 70ft mobile home. This made my location 103 ½ . I have done so out of forced financial necessity to do so since October of 2006. 

Marlene was not working due to having suffered three consecutive heart attacks in June, July, and August of 2006. From October of 2006, she was constantly under threat of having her electricity shut off, phone disconnected, or forced eviction. On several occasions, I was forced to pay her electric or phone bill to stay interruption. In March she was served with a forcible Detainer, Maryvale Justice Court case # CC2007-057536 FD. She would have been evicted and lost all of her possessions and mobile home on the spot if I had not prepared an Appeal, rent bond, and brief for her which stayed the execution of the forcible Detainer in the beginning of March 2007. That appeal is still pending and the resolution is uncertain. 

Least I not say, the last several months has not been conducive towards a peaceful environment for me to focus on my trading activity with the possibility of being disrupted on a daily basis. I can honestly say that the negative environment caused by Marlene’s circumstance had very negative results for two of my associates I was trading for in March. They lost money and I made nothing.

The last month, there has been a lull in between Marlene’s storm. Here I was able to focus, and generate over a 50% profit for the month for the associate I am trading for as mentioned earlier. 

My KEY concern at this time is to protect my ability to focus in a non-disruptive environment that is within my financial means, and a location close to my children, the Maricopa Courts, and my property in Saint Johns. Additionally, being that I work out of my motor home, and the temperature in the sun (110-120 degrees) is now making it very unbearable in my motor home to work and even my two dogs are becoming stressed inside, I have had to reevaluate my choice for location.

I have examined my options for the best location to work, centrally located to my children, my property in Saint Johns, and the Maricopa Courts and that location is Pine, AZ. A 1.5 hour drive to my children, 2 hours to Phoenix, and 2.45 hours to Saint Johns, plus an average temperature of 80 throughout the summer.

My search yielded a good location for my motor home at the Pine Creek RV Park, 3584 N. HWY 87, Pine, AZ 85544. My dogs are welcome to be outside there, DSL (high speed internet access) is available, and one space was open to me come June 10th 2007, space 8. The monthly rent is $285 / month and includes electricity both of which I can afford to pay now. I have secured DSL from Qwest for space 8, and to secure the one space available, have paid rent and deposit for two months in advance. Being that electricity is included in the rent, I have two electric space heaters that will work just fine for the winter.

Being that Pine, AZ is in Gila County, I am requesting that you submit a transfer of my Interstate Compact Probation to Gila County at this time. The probation officer for Pine is Karen Angel, Tel# 928-474-5205     I have checked with Sharon my probation officer from NJ, Tel# 732-981-3252 and she told me that the address in Pine, AZ was OK with her and she now has the address there. 

My only other choice would have been Saint Johns, but the cost and distance to see my children or attend court in Maricopa County would be very restrictive if not outright detrimental to my financial recovery. I have to think of the associates I trade for. I am responsible for the results accomplished from the trading activity and I have chosen carefully a location that would be the best towards that end result, and my future success in all regards. 

I am happy to say that I have maintained a quite life over the last eight months (excluding Storm Marlene) and am making continued progress on my work ventures. In addition, it was a pleasure to have seen your professionalism and genuine concern you showed towards those you were a probation officer for in Glendale, AZ.

If transfer to Pine, AZ in Gila County is accepted and approved by June 10th 2007, I will look forward to continued positive progression in my future life, and will be centered from that location from that point forward.

I thank you in advance for your cooperation in this matter.
