NOW COMES this Petitioner, Walter J. Burien, Jr., in RESPONSE To: Troy L. Brown’s MOTION TO STRIKE and does affirm that the statements made herein are true, in substance and in fact, and does give to this Court and all parties to this action his response; 

1. Mr. Troy L. Brown abets by complete exclusion of the facts brought forward and as stated in Petitioners SUMMARY CLOSURE filed with the court on June 12th 2008.

2. Mr. Troy L. Brown wishes the Court to participate in abetting by striking Petitioner’s SUMMARY CLOSURE and is uttered by Troy L.
