COMES NOW, Walter J. Burien, Jr., hereinafter the accused, with the following time sensitive REQUEST FOR ORDER OF THE COURT FOR COMPLETE DISCOVERY and does so for the following good cause.
1. Accused filed with the court his request for discovery on April 25th 2012 and lodged a copy of the same with David Kell in open court on the same date. Accused requested discovery to be sent to him by Friday May 11th 2012 as noted on Page 3, item (D.) of said filing. Accused on this date 05/11/12 contacted David Kell’s Office and confirmed no discovery was sent accused.  Accused has received no discovery of any kind to date, and maintains complete innocence.
