The matter having been remanded from Superior Court, you are required to return in person to this court
on Monday, June 24, 2013 at 10:00 a.m. for re-sentencing."

In regards to the statement refferenced above on the miniute entry I received, I bring forward the following
to the court and the Hon: Arthur Markam:




1. On August 27th 2012 a trial was held in the Prescott Justice Court Case Number; 2012040735J resulting in a conviction of guilty in which the court levied a total fine of $150 of which was paid by me and cleared by the court that zeroed out the Docket Balance in this matter. A true copy of the receipt of payment in full from this matter is as follows:

2. Two weeks after 08/27/12, I filed an Appeal on the “conviction” in this matter with the Yavapai Superior Court and subsequently that court denied my Appeal in this matter.
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3. Upon the denial of my Appeal to the Yavapai Superior court, I chose not to move on an Appeal in this matter to a higher court. I live on a modest VA Disability Pension and suffer from long-term consequential severe depression. This matter, which commenced on April 21st 2012, and as I previously filed with the court in this matter has consequentially cost me in excess of $3500, and continued severe emotional distress thus I ended any further involvement in this matter after denial on Appeal out of health, cost, and time concerns.

4. Upon receiving the Prescott Justice court’s minute entry of June 4, 2013, I called Jennie R. the Prescott court clerk on 06/10/13 to find out why my appearance was requested on June 24, 2013 before the court being that I was informed by several Arizona Attorneys that there was no “Double Jeopardy” in sentencing from any court in this Country. The Court Clerk’s explanation was: “Being that the case was appealed, my cleared payment was being held in bond, and it needed to be released.” In regards to that issue, I have no claim on my payment tendered. I released the payment to the Prescott Court upon presentation to the court on 08/27/12 (payment made at 5:10 PM on 08/27/12 and receipt has the next calendar day of the 28th). I have no say, claim, or control over that payment tendered. I asked the clerk if I was being penalized (harassed) for having filed an Appeal in this matter and she said:  “No”. I asked if I had not filed an Appeal to the Yavapai Superior Court would the matter have been closed as of 08/27/12 and she said: “Yes”

5. I will be traveling out of the State of Arizona for the most part of the last two weeks of June and the first three weeks of July 2013. If the court requires assistance in clearing “the bond” as noted by the court clerk, I will be available by phone to assist if needed. I have stated here that I make no claim on that bond, and payment in full was released to the court upon payment made by me on 08/27/12. Additionally, in the event the court requests my appearance in Prescott, AZ after my return to AZ in the third week of July or thereafter, it is a 12-hour round trip for me to do so, a 546 mile round trip.  If needed I will be available by phone upon notice to me by the court of date and time set. I request that this matter be cleared at this time and I stand by to assist if needed.
