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NOW COMES this Appellant, Walter J. Burien, Jr., to move the court for ORDERS of the court per matters Appellant has put before the Court of Appeals with cause, in allowance by A. R. S. § 12.501 and in compliance with A. R.S. 12.2101 (C), (D), (E), (F.1, 2, 3), (G), (H).

Petitioner returned to the State of Arizona on October 10th 2006 from an extended stay in the State of New Jersey and has filed with the Arizona Court of Appeals this current action, in whereby Appellant seeks remedy for several issues he has brought before the court. The Arizona Court of Appeal’s ORDER of 08/28/06 states; “Appellant is reminded that jurisdiction of Court of Appeals extends only to reviewing ruling of trial court that is on appeal based on trial court record”.
