COMES NOW, Private  Arizona Citizen Walter J. Burien, Jr., To request  Expediting Court Ordered Day Care to  be provided by Walter J. Burien, Jr., hereinafter the Father, for the following:


1.  The Father has had very little time with his daughter to bond with and nurture her since her birth.


2.  The Father runs his own business selling and servicing copiers in which he is home the majority of the week (85% of the time) waiting for a service call ( 2-5 calls per month average) or to sell a copier ( 1-2 every 2 months average). It would be very easy for this Father to schedule all of his out of home business for any one day of the week (a day Ms. Arrowwood is not working).


3.  When the child is brought to day care it costs Ms. Arrowwood/The State, $10/day and the child is left with strangers not of the child’s immediate family,  whereas the Father could, would and wishes to spend as much time with his daughter as possible and can provide this service which would allow for the child to recognize through association her Father and allow for the Father to bond and nurture his daughter.


4.   If Ms. Arrowwood is working four days/week 7 a.m. to 4 p.m., she could drop off and pick up our child on her work days at my residence ( 1 minute from where she works)  instead of utilizing paid commercial daycare, or I could meet her at Safeway food store ( between where I live and she works). If she is working 5 days/week, I could take care of my daughter Monday - Thursday and assign Friday as my travel outside of the office day. This would lighten the  burden on  Ms. Arrowwood  financially ( I would be responsible for  breakfast, lunch, diner and taking care of my daughter for this time period) as well as that if the child is sick, Ms. Arrowwood would not have to take a day off from work and the Father could attend to his daughter. ( the Father was a summer camp counselor of young children for three years as well as being a certified life guard, trained in EMT procedures.) 


PETITIONER THEREFOR REQUESTS that the court expedite assigning the Father four (4) days per week day care responsibilities for his daughter and that Ms. Arrowwood notify the Father a week in advance, in writing of her work schedule so that he can schedule his work week accordingly to provide day care for his daughter.
