COMES NOW, Private  Arizona Citizen Walter J. Burien, Jr., To request expediting Court Orders modifying visitation for the child of Walter J. Burien, Jr., hereinafter the Father, and Robin Arrowwood, hereinafter the Mother for the following:


1.  Contrary to the normal Yavapai County guidelines for visitation this Father was offered very little time with his daughter  since her birth, from the court.


2.  Contrary to Yavapai County guidelines for visitation,  allowing for visitation on holidays,  this Father has not had the opportunity to share any holidays with his daughter except for 6 hours on valentines day 1997 and the previous weekend holiday for Father’s Day, 1997.


3.   As concurred upon within the mediation session of June 5, 1997 with Dr. Daniel B. Wasserman, Ph.D.  Dr. Wasserman noted and emphasized to both the Mother and Father of the child, that the child, if she is to have any possibility of a normal and healthy emotional development, requires the unselfish equal participation of both parents. The Mother has denied the Father this participation from birth of the child to present, thus requiring  intervention from the court, as stipulated and required by federal, state and county statutes, to assure equal participation of both parents,  in the best interests of the child.


4.   Yavapai County Guidelines for visitation allow for Weekend stay-over of a child during holidays, usual starting at the age of 2 years, but allowable prior, if the court sees just, fit and proper.       My daughter is 18 months old and currently well adjusted to being with her Father in spite of the limited time of involvement offered to date.


5.  Independence Day, July 4th, 1997, this Father, for the second opportunity, requests for real time involvement, participation, with his daughter, Brenda Allyson Arrowwood Burien, DOB 12/06/95.


PETITIONER THEREFOR REQUESTS that the court expedite orders modifying visitation, allowable to commence for Independence Day, July 4th, 1997 for holiday weekend visitation from Friday, July 4, 1997, at 4 p.m. until Sunday, July 6th, 1997, at 7 p.m..
