COMES NOW, Private  Arizona Citizen Walter J. Burien, Jr., To request  an  emergency amendment to the Civil arrest warrant issued for Robin Arrowwood, July 21st, 1997  for the following:


1.   Respondent on July 22nd, 1997 at approximately  9 p.m. was placed  under arrest and Petitioner’s child Allyson Arrowwood-DOB 12/06/95 was placed into protective custody by Officer Daisy Ortez of the Chicago Police Department, District 14  acting on a certified copy of the arrest warrant issued July 21, 1997, Division 5 Yavapai Superior Court provided by Petitioner in person to Officer Ortez.    Officer Ortez shortly after her return to the 14th district police departments headquarters with Robin Arrowwood and Petitioner’s child was informed that being that only Arizona  Peace officers were requested to arrest and return  Ms. Arrowwood to your court, they could not act on it and were required to release Ms. Arrowwood. The Chicago Police released Ms. Arrowwood and Petitioner’s child at approximately 10:30 p.m. the evening of July 22nd, 1997.   The Chicago police informed me that if they had confirmation via telex from the Yavapai Sheriff that a Civil warrant was in effect for Robin Arrowwood in Arizona, that they would assist in the arrest of Ms. Arrowwood and the return of my child to Arizona.  The evening of 7/22/97 the Yavapai Sheriff’s dispatch and on 7/23/97 the Yavapai Sheriff’s warrant clerks Sue and Lisa upon being contacted by myself with the request to telex the Chicago police to let the Chicago police know that there was a Civil Warrant in Arizona for the arrest of Robin Arrowwood, animatedly refused to do so.


2.     On July 25th, 1997 I contacted the Illinois district Court, Cook County Domestic relations division clerks office.        After Faxing the arrest warrant and Court orders of July 14th and 21st, 1997 to the Cook County clerk’s attention and after her review she informed me that if the arrest warrant was modified  or if the Yavapai County Div. 5 court orders were modified  to  “ Request the assistance of the peace officers within Cook County and the Cook County District Courts assistance”  that upon myself filing for  a Petition to Enroll Enforcement of a Foreign Judgment and paying the fee of  $230.32 to the Cook County  District Court,  that the District Court of Cook County, IL would have jurisdiction and enforce the orders of the Yavapai Superior  Court Div. 5, the Hon William T.  Kiger,  presiding for the return of Ms. Arrowwood and Petitioner’s child to Arizona.


 3.  When Petitioner went to Chicago  on 7/22/97, Petitioner did so in good faith based on Petitioner’s submittal to the court and the courts review of Petitioner’s itinerary as submitted to the court the morning of 7/21/97 and  the assurances from the court to Petitioner, with the court knowing Ms. Arrowwood was in Chicago that the arrest warrant issued the afternoon of 7/21/97 would be enforceable for the arrest and return of Ms. Arrowwood  and Petitioner’s child to Arizona.  This Petitioner  in good faith relied on the representations of the Court and the courts required knowledge of the law when traveling to Chicago  with a  certified copy of the arrest warrant issued for  Ms. Arrowwood, to effect the prompt return of his child to Arizona.    Petitioner’s reliance on the court orders of 7/21/97 when put to the test of validity in Chicago were found to be faulty for enforcement of the implied objective put forth from the court, Div. 5 Yavapai Superior Court,  being the arrest and return of Ms. Arrowwood and Petitioner’s child to Arizona.   Petitioner was thus damaged both financially and emotionally by the reliance in good faith acted upon based on the courts representations made at the hearing of 7/21/97 Div. 5.  In most probability Petitioner’s child has been and will be exposed to unnecessary danger and abuse at the hands of Robin Jill Arrowwood at her current location in Chicago.


4.  The  block and neighborhood in which Ms. Arrowwood currently reside is so dangerous that the Chicago Police would not allow or recommend that I stay in any boarding house in that proximity.  Upon myself viewing the neighborhood personally the evening of 7/22/97, I was scarred to be there and found the Chicago Police officers recommendations to be quite valid.    There were at least  15 prostitutes on every street  corner and drug addicts were everywhere you looked. The neighborhood being primarily Spanish and Puerto Rican was saturated every 150 feet or  so with gangs of some of the roughest characters I have seen any were in the country.  It made the roughest section of Van Burren St. in Phoenix, AZ look like a Boy Scout camp in comparison.  The Chicago Police were very concerned about my child being in that area.   Officer Ortez when arresting Ms. Arrowwood the evening of 7/22/97 made the comment to me later that evening that the room were Ms. Arrowwood and my daughter were staying was “totally  trashed and the walls and floor were torn up with debris scattered around the floor”.  The building was a four unit building with 8 to 9 families living there with Ms. Arrowwood and her children being the only  white race tenants there, the rest of the tenants being Mexican, Puerto Rican and Afro American.    My child by environment and Ms. Arrowwood’s choice is in severe danger by the hour.


PETITIONER THEREFOR REQUESTS that the court grant an  emergency amendment as requested above to the arrest warrant and court orders of July 21st, 1997,  so that urgent maters can be addressed and acted upon by the Court in the interests of Justice and  for  the immediate and attempted protection  by  and from the Court towards and in the behalf of Allyson Arrowwood Burien , DOB 12/06/95,   Petitioner’s child.
