COMES NOW, Private  Arizona Citizen Walter J. Burien, Jr., To respond to Respondent’s motion of 8/04/97 For Enforcement of Court Ordered Child Support.





1.   Respondent states that “Petitioner was found able to pay 209.oo / Mo.”. This is untrue. From the beginning of this case Petitioner made available to the court and CSSA his Federal Tax statements 1991 - 1996,  Veteran Affairs Medical financial statements and authorized the court to contact with his accountant, Drury Mark Sylvester of Ebarb Ltd. Judge Brutinel ignored these valid standards of determining child support as submitted by Petitioner and ruled arbitrarily contrary to the facts before him when ordering $209.oo / Mo.   Petitioner immediately upon being ordered to pay $209.oo / Mo. motioned the court for reconsideration stating that he had the ability to arrange to  pay the minimum child support payment of $55.oo / Mo.   At the hearing of  8/21/96 when Petitioner tried to address the issues of child support and his ability to pay, Petitioner when tring to do so was cut off and not allowed to do so by Judge Brutinel. The later court minutes of the hearing of 8/21/96 state that no testimony was offered regarding child support, this is a fabrication within the court minutes of 8/21/96. 2.   Within a  court taped recorded hearing, Div. 2 on 12/04/96 regarding child support, Judge Brutinel gave as his only supportive reason that Petitioner had the ability to pay the amount of $209.oo / Mo.,  stated, and I quote Judge Brutinel, “ if you had enough money to print  and pass out that Public Notice, you have enough moneys to pay the child support ordered”.  The Public Notice referred to was recorded with the Yavapai County Recorders book 3301 pages 722-724 with 15,000 copies circulated within Yavapai County and of which Judge Brutinel was listed within, noting his cooperation with constructive fraud.  Additionally after the notice was distributed,  said notice led to Petitioner seeing his child, then age 10 months for the first time the following week. Within  the Court reporter minutes of  the  hearing  of  12/04/96,  page 2,  paragraph 11,  it states   that   “Petitioner’s Motion For Expedition Of Court Ordered In Camera Inspection of Robin Arrowwood’s Complete CPS Case File Ordered By The Court on 8-21-96, is GRANTED, in that the court has requested, received and reviewed the file”.  This is a fabrication within the court minutes of 12/04/96,  Max Bell of CPS confirmed to this Petitioner, as Max Bell of CPS can also confirm to The Hon. Judge Kiger,  that the only thing requested from CPS and reviewed by Judge Brutinel within Ms. Arrowwood’s CPS file was a brief period covering two (2) weeks.  Ms. Arrowwood’s complete file covering eight (8) years throughout several counties within Arizona was never seen or reviewed by the court. I request that the court request and review Ms. Arrowwood’s complete CPS case file as originally implied by Judge Brutinel, Div. 2,  but that in reality was never done.
