COMES NOW, Private  Arizona Citizen Walter J. Burien, Jr., To request a continuance of the hearing set on September 15th, 1997 for the following:


1.)  Petitioner is currently seeking a law firm to make an appearance in this case to deal with matters before the court and will require at least fifteen days to do so.


2.)  Petitioner is attempting to secure from the state of New Jersey past records of his experience as a summer camp councilor, child youth councilor and  from the state of Massachusetts records of his time spent as a special Ed child councilor at the State institution of Belchertown, Mass.  These record help establish Petitioner’s experience and credentials assisting and working with children. The records are currently not in Petitioner’s possession and will not be by September 15, 1997. 


3.)  Petitioner when requesting for psychological evaluations in his pleadings of May 5th, 1997 clearly stated that there was a direct and severe conflict of interest with CPS/DES and that any psychologist selected by the court should not be employed by CPS/DES.  Upon my first contact with Dr. Wagner I inquired of him if he was employed by CPS/DES and he responded no, that he did some, but very little work for DES/CPS.  I proceeded with the evaluation. Upon completion of the evaluation and being informed of Dr. Wagner’s findings, I then again inquired as to Dr. Wagner’s involvement with CPS/DES and was informed that he was one of the five primary psychologists under contract with and used by CPS/DES out of approximately 22 psychologists in the Prescott area.  The conflict of interest noted by Petitioner when requesting psychological evaluations and then the subsequent assignment by the court, with the court’s assurances to the Petitioner that psychologist selected would not be employed by CPS/DES and then that a CPS/DES contracted psychologist was appointed by the court when many other psychologists not affiliated with CPS/DES were available to conduct evaluations is a clear tort against this Petitioner if done intentionally by the court and any findings from Dr. Russell Wagner will be requested by this Petitioner to be quashed by order of the court.  Respondent’s  basis for the requested hearing is based on supposed comments made from Dr. Russell Wagner.  Dr. Wagner’s test results and report compared with the exact same  test and test results and report taken over a year ago via Dr. Essa, of the VA medical facility in Prescott which was derived from multiple counseling sessions covering a period in excess of five months evidences quite complimentary results in direct conflict with Dr. Wagner’s report.   The VA Psychological report will shortly be submitted to the court as evidence.  Petitioner paid Dr. Wagner $500 in full and Dr. Wasserman $300 in full as ordered by the court.
