COMES NOW, Private  Arizona Citizen Walter J. Burien, Jr., To request Relief from Judgment and Orders pursuant to ARCIVP Rule 60(c) 1, 2, 3, 4, & 6  for the following:


1. The hearing of 9/15/97 primarily focused on back child support issues in which, in a timely fashion in compliance with the Rules of Civil Procedure, Petitioner had requested a continuance from the court,  for the reasons of  which to obtain legal council, coordinate witnesses and obtain documentation essential to Petitioner’s case. At the hearing of 9/15/97 the Court denied Petitioner’s request. Per Rule 60(c) 1, Petitioner was not afforded the opportunity by the court as was held by Respondent allowing for Petitioner’s request at this time to vacate.


2.  Petitioner has contended as he has well documented from the inception of the child support order of $209 / month that this order was derived by fraud on the part of the Court, Judge Robert Brutinel Div. 2 Yavapai Superior Court and Don Aden, Esq. of Child Support Services of Arizona (CSSA).  Brenda Baird, the State Director of CSSA during the time period in which the child support order of $209 / month was derived  left CSSA last year and Petitioner’s attempts to find her were unsuccessful until now.  Petitioner has just been located Brenda Baird and Brenda Baird is willing to testify before the court being no longer employed by CSSA which restricted her from commenting on the internal operations of CSSA. Ms. Baird as an expert witness who opened Petitioner’s account with CSSA, will testify that she witnessed intentional fraud, misrepresentation and intentional submittal and acceptance of false evidence on the part of the court and Don Aden, Esq. of which the order for the erroneous child support payment of $209 / month was derived.  Per Rule 60(c) 2, 3 & 4 ,  this allows by the court for Petitioner’s request to vacate.


3.  The court granted attorney’s fees in the amount of $1,250 to Respondent.   This Petitioner who has not been unable to afford his own attorney until this time and who was not allowed by the court to obtain an attorney through his request for a continuance, should and can not pay for Respondent’s contracts or commitments to her legal council especially in the light th
