COMES NOW, Private judicial Power Arizona Citizen Walter J. Burien, Jr., a New  Jersey natural born white adult man as one of the Citizens of the several states of the Union, hereby makes a special appearance, in Propria Persona, proceeding in summo jure, jus regium, in law, neither conferring nor consenting to any foreign jurisdiction, except of the judicial Power of Arizona and/or the united States of America, and as such willfully enforces all constitutional limitations and prohibitions respectively on all government agencies when confronted by them. TO PETITION and respectfully move the Yavapai Superior Court  to strike DES’S REQUEST for reconsideration and for an ORDER stating the same. In support of this motion, the Petitioner states the following:


1.  Per A.R.S 8-546 sufficient evidence exists as to the potential if not probable abuse of Petitioner’s child based on Ms. Arrowwood’s admitted meth amphetamine abuse,  Ms. Arrowwood’s refusal at present under court order not allowing  Dr. Mick to examine the child,  Ms. Arrowwood’s refusal to let the father of the child see his child, and the disclosure in court  by John Karow, Esq., Ms. Arrowwood’s council that CPS was called 5 times to investigate the environment of Petitioner’s child.


2. The mater at hand before the court is the child’s welfare, which directly relates to the environment of the child and who Ms. Arrowwood exposes, by her choice, the child to.  It is essential in the best interests of the child for the court to know these facts.


3. The parties referenced by DES as “other” parties in Ms. Arrowwood’s CPS file refers in part to the Ingersaw family.   DES clearly states in their MOTION that the file in question is “Ms. Arrowwood’s CPS file” which is one of  the issues before the court.  Any party which Ms. Arrowwood chooses to closely associate with who appears in is “Ms. Arrowwood’s CPS file”  that can directly and adversely influence the health and state of being of the child,  is mandated for discovery out of due diligence being exercised by the court for disclosure with the best interests of the child in mind.  





For the foregoing reasons, Petitioner requests the Court to strike DES’s MOTION for RECONSIDERATION and to secure through enforcement of the Court’s own order for immediate in-camera inspection by the Court of  “Ms. Arrowwood’s CPS file”  with the best interests of the child  possibly being in jeopardy,  Petitioner requests in-camera inspection to be expedited by the Court.
